PEST CONTROL SERVICES

3.A
GENERAL REQUIREMENTS
3.A.1
SCOPE OF WORK
3.A.1.a
Provide Integrated Pest Management (IPM) services including but not limited to management, material, labor, and equipment necessary to maintain a relatively pest free environment at MCBH Kaneohe Bay. Pest control for the Service Provider occupied spaces or facilities are the responsibility of the Service Provider and included in the firm fixed price portion of the contract.

3.A.1.b
Pest control services include, but are not limited to control of mosquitoes, wasps, spiders, snakes, ants, flies, mites, cockroaches, termites, beetles, scorpions, centipedes, rodents, mongooses, cats, birds, fleas, ticks, honeybees and other nuisance pests including weeds.

3.A.1.c
Application of chemicals used in pest control.

3.A.1.d
IPM services include but are not limited to the following:

3.A.1.d (1)
Prevention, suppression or eradication of identified pests.

3.A.1.d (2)
Inspection program required to detect the presence of pests before Integrated Pest Management and the application of pesticides and in conjunction with inspections by the Preventive Medicine Section of the Station Medical Department.

3.A.1.d (3)
Application of pesticides such as insecticides, rodenticides and herbicides to control/eradicate detected pests. The Service Provider shall use only U.S. Government approved pesticides. See Table 3-2.

3.A.1.d (4)
The use of traps, physical exclusions and improved sanitation in order to reduce the number of nesting, feeding and breeding sites.

3.A.1.d (5)
Evaluation of the effectiveness of prevention and control efforts.

3.A.2
DEFINITIONS/ACRONYMS
3.A.2.a
Aqua-Heat.  Process which uses hot water to kill weeds.

3.A.2.b
Herbicide.  A pesticide used to kill or inhibit growth of plants, used especially to destroy weeds.

3.A.2.c
Integrated Pest Management (IPM).  A planned program incorporating continuous monitoring, education, record-keeping, and communication to prevent pests and disease vectors from causing unacceptable damage to operations, people, property, material, or the environment. IPM uses targeted, sustainable (effective, economical, environmentally sound) methods including education, habitant modification, biological control, genetic control, cultural control, mechanical control, physical control, regulatory control, and where necessary, the judicious use of least-hazardous pesticides.

3.A.2.d
Pesticide.  A chemical agent used to kill or control a pest.  This includes, but is not limited to insecticides, acaricides, rodenticides, avicides and herbicides.    

3.A.2.e
Rodenticide.  A pesticide which kills rodents.  There are several kinds of rodenticides in use today, which can generally be divided into two broad categories: anticoagulants and non-anticoagulants.

3.A.3
REFERENCES
All work performed by the Service Provider shall comply with the most current U.S. Government laws, regulations, instructions, directives, manuals, bulletins, guides, etc. designated as mandatory in Attachment J-C2. Unless identified as mandatory, the Service Provider shall be guided by the spirit of the references to the extent necessary to accomplish requirements in this contract.

3.A.4
SAFETY PROVISIONS
3.A.4.a
Pesticide Application. During preparation, application, and/or disposal of pesticides the Service Provider shall:

3.A.4.a (1)
Keep personnel protective, safety equipment and spill kits available in each vehicle used and at each storage area.

3.A.4.a (2)
Never leave equipment unattended while filling to prevent overflow.

3.A.4.a (3)
Use equipment with backflow preventers or use backflow preventers on hoses when connected to water outlets in filling operations.

3.A.4.a (4)
Inspect equipment and the area during application to ensure proper rate of application and safe treatment.

3.A.4.a (5)
Dispose of excess pesticides, rinseates, and containers in accordance with the label and procedures outlined in MCO 6280.8 series.

3.A.4.b
Only those pesticides listed in Table 3-2 shall be incorporated in Service Provider’s plans and schedules.  Pesticides other than those listed will require prior ACO approval.

3.A.4.c
Restricted Use Pesticides. All Government approved restricted use pesticides, as identified in Table 3‑2 are to be made available only to qualified individuals as defined in paragraph 3.B below.

3.A.4.d
Select, use and apply pesticides/herbicides so that there will be no adverse effects on personnel, fish, wildlife, water supply or environment. The Government retains the right to stop any pesticide/herbicide application, including work in progress, upon determination that the toxicant is creating an imminent hazard to personnel or the environment.

3.A.4.e
Storage. The Service Provider shall provide and secure pesticide storage areas from unauthorized entry.  All storage areas must be locked when not in use. Any space made available by the Government for Service Provider pesticide/herbicide storage use shall be the responsibility of the Service Provider to secure.  Storage areas will be designated/approved by the ACO. All pesticides/herbicides shall be stored off the floor so that all labels are visible and with lanes to provide effective access and inspection. Secondary containment shall be in place to prevent ground contamination in the event of spillage. Refer to procedures outlined in MCO 6280.8 series.

3.A.4.f
Inventory. A complete inventory of pesticides and Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) must be posted and stored near the entrance to the pesticide storage facility as outlined in MCO 6280.8 series.  

3.A.5
DESCRIPTION OF EXISTING CONDITIONS/RESTRICTIONS

Food-handling buildings may require appointments/treatments outside of regular working hours.

3.A.6
HOURS OF OPERATION

The Service Provider shall adjust the work hours of the workforce, as applicable, in order to meet all the requirements of this annex.

3.B
PERSONNEL QUALIFICATIONS
3.B.1
The Service Provider shall ensure that employees performing pest control work are licensed/certified by the State of Hawaii or DOD. Service Provider employees shall be licensed/certified in each of the following categories: Ornamental and Turf Pest Control; Aquatic Pest Control; Right-of-Way Pest Control; Industrial, Institutional, Structural, and Health-Related Pest Control; and Public Health Pest Control. All cost of the required training in order to be certified/re-certified shall be borne by the Service Provider. As an option to the Service Provider, the Government can provide certification and re-certification training at no charge.
3.B.2
The Service Provider’s responsible individual in charge shall also be licensed/certified by the State of Hawaii and/or DOD in all of the categories listed in 3.B.1. The individual shall have at least five years of relevant experience in Pest Control, which includes but not limited to general pest control, rodent control, herbiciding, larvaciding, termite inspection and treatment, equipment maintenance, IPM, and knowledge of pesticide laws and regulations, safety regulations, and environmental regulations.
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
