-Venomous arthropods(bees and wasps).

-Stored food product pests

-Ants and other nuisance arthropods (spiders, centipedes, scorpions, fleas, ticks, millipedes, filth flies, and silverfish).

- Herbiciding  Services

- Termite Control and Treatment

See Pest Management Plan for more pertinent information and requirements.  Pest Control Maps that are located in the Technical library also contain some additional information.

Inspections and applications shall be performed in coordination with the appropriate person in charge of the occupied facility. Increase treatments as necessary to obtain and maintain the threshold levels specified, at no additional cost.  When infestation is found utilize industry practices to control the pest or proceed IAW Federal and local regulations.  Perform follow up inspections and, if necessary, repeat measures until the minimum acceptable threshold levels are achieved.  Pesticide applications shall not be conducted while buildings are occupied, unless pesticides being used are not harmful to building occupants.  Follow EPA/label directions.


	See Exhibit 3-2a for quantities of buildings, miscellaneous structures, grounds and surface areas that require surveillance and treatment. 

In Exhibit 3-1, snack bars shall include buildings 3071, 1666, 1090, and 301.

With the exception of the following minimum scheduled surveillance frequencies (monthly – sewer manholes for rats and roaches; quarterly – storm drains and catch basins for mosquitoes;  quarterly – dumpsters and trash cans for flies) all minimum scheduled surveillance frequencies will be listed in Part A and B of Exhibit 3-1.
