GROUNDS MAINTENANCE SERVICES


6.A
GENERAL REQUIREMENTS
6.A.1
SCOPE OF WORK

6.A.1.a
Provide total management and operation of the grounds maintenance effort at Marine Corps Base Hawaii – MCBH Kaneohe Bay and Marine Corps Training Area Bellows.  This includes labor, equipment, material, and management of all grounds maintenance specified herein for the areas specified in Exhibits 6-1 and 6-2, and the development of grounds maintenance plans and monthly work plans.

6.A.1.b
Work Excluded.  The following contracted work shall be excluded from the scope of this contract: (1) tree-trimming services contract at Kaneohe Bay (Contract No: N62742-01-R-2177); (2) grounds maintenance and tree trimming services contract at Camp Smith (Contract No: N6742-98-R-2124).  Copies of the existing contracts are available at the Technical Library.

6.A.2
DEFINITIONS/ACRONYMS
6.A.2.a
General Service Work Requirements.  Work that applies to all areas requiring grounds maintenance.

6.A.2.b
Grass Edging.  Maintain grass clear zone (vertical cut) of ½ inch wide adjacent to roads, street curbs, sidewalks, etc. 

6.A.2.c
Grass Trimming.  Horizontal cut 12 inches wide where tractor drawn implements or riding mowers cannot maintain (crowned areas between sidewalks and street curbs, around signs, fire hydrants, trees, etc).  

6.A.2.d
Grounds Maintenance.  Grounds maintenance includes, but is not limited to, grass cutting, vegetation control, tree and shrubbery pruning, edging, stump and root removal, fertilizing, surface drainage, raking, planting or replacing trees and shrubs, removal of clippings and/or other undesirable branches and limbs and weeding out of special areas, planters, flower beds.

6.A.2.e
Maintenance Area.  Areas to be maintained on a recurring basis designated by Exhibit 6-1(Kaneohe Bay) and Exhibit 6-2 (Bellows).  The level and standards of grounds maintenance are specified in Item No. 6.C.4 of this annex.  

6.A.2.f
Special Service Requirements.  Work that applies to a particular type of vegetation or location specified and shall be accomplished in addition to the general service requirements. 

6.A.3
REFERENCES
6.A.3.a

All work performed by the Service Provider shall comply with the most current U.S. Government laws, regulations, instructions, directives, manuals, bulletins, guides, etc. designated as mandatory in Attachment J-C2.  Unless identified as mandatory, the Service Provider shall be guided by the spirit of the references to the extent necessary to accomplish requirements in this contract.

6.A.4
SAFETY PROVISIONS
6.A.4.a
All safety requirements identified in applicable references apply.  In conflicting situations, the stricter requirements shall govern.

6.A.4.b
The Service Provider shall cut back brush, vegetation, and mow ground cover to provide firebreaks around ammunition storage areas as specified in NAVSEA OP‑5.

6.A.4.c
The Service Provider shall comply with the airfield’s Bird Air Strike Hazard (BASH) program by following the mowing height requirements set forth in paragraph 6.C.4.b.

6.A.4.d.       
Use of fertilizer and/or chemicals on plants, grass, and/or trees shall not impose a health, sanitation or environmental hazard. Any use of fertilizer and/or chemicals shall be approved by the ACO or designated representative prior to use.

6.A.4.e
Gasoline‑powered grass cutters may be used on top of earth‑covered magazines but shall be kept at least 5 feet from ventilators and a safe distance from the door edge.  Care shall be taken to prevent such equipment from overturning or falling off onto the loading platform.  The remaining 5 feet around the ventilator shall be cut by hand‑powered equipment.

6.A.4.f.
Any burning related to the performance of grounds maintenance requirements shall not be allowed in this contract.

6.A.4.g
The grounds around all magazines and outdoor storage sites containing explosives shall be kept free of combustible material; rubbish shall not be permitted to accumulate and vegetation shall be controlled to prevent rapid transmission of fire.  A firebreak, or cleared space (cleared space may be grass covered), at least 50 feet wide shall be maintained around each aboveground and earth‑covered magazine.  The earth cover adjacent to and extending over arch‑type and subsurface magazines need not be maintained devoid of vegetation except that dry debris, brush, and trees whose root system may damage these magazines shall be removed. Large trees shall be removed from the cleared areas adjacent to magazines to preclude their falling on the magazine.  ACO approval is required prior to such removal.  The vegetation around magazine ventilators shall be kept sufficiently short to prevent transmission of fire up to and into the ventilator. Firebreaks shall also be maintained as necessary around the entire explosive area and at other places within the explosive area.  See NAVSEA OP‑5, Volume 1.  In case of conflicts, the stricter requirements govern.

6.A.4.h
Service Provider personnel shall wear appropriate safety gear and operate only serviceable equipment meeting the requirements of 29 CFR, OSHA Standards in prosecuting grounds maintenance work.

6.A.5
DESCRIPTION OF EXISTING CONDITIONS/RESTRICTIONS
6.A.5.a
Grounds Maintenance maps (Exhibits 6-1 and 6-2) show the areas to be maintained.

6.A.5.b  
The airfield aboard MCBH operates during the following hours:



 Mondays through Fridays: 0600-2400



 Saturdays and Sundays: 1000-2000

The mowing/trimming of the airfield is scheduled outside operational work hours.  The Service Provider shall work in close coordination with Flight Clearance (Tel. No: 257-2121/2122) to attain an air facility safety training program, 2 way radio communication, maintenance operations flag and last minute briefing on special operations before each mowing occasion.  Unscheduled flights may require the Service Provider to vacate the site at no additional cost.

6.A.5.c  
The Rifle Range aboard MCBH operates during the following hours:

                           The mowing of the range is scheduled around the live fire training during normalwork hours and is subject to change within a day notice.  The Service Provider shall work in close coordination with the range scheduler (Tel. No: 257-2067/3180) to determine the times when it is safe to do grounds maintenance at the range.

6.A.5.d 
The Boondocker training area operates during the following hours:



Mondays through Fridays: 0700-1600

                            The Service Provider will coordinate with the G-3 (Tel. No: 257-9916/17/18) upon scheduling grounds maintenance to the training area to avoid mishaps if assault programs and exercises are in progress.

6.A.5.e
The Service Provider shall not use growth retardents, sterilants or herbicides unless directed by the ACO.

6.A.6
HOURS OF OPERATION

6.A.6.a
The Service Provider shall adjust the work hours of his workforce, as applicable, in order to meet all requirements of this annex.   All work other than emergency work shall be performed during normal working hours, unless specifically noted elsewhere in this contract.  Normal working hours as stated in Section C, paragraph C.7.4 applies.

PERSONNEL QUALIFICATIONS

6.B.1

The person in charge of this annex shall have a minimum of three years experience in landscaping and all safety matters related to landscaping as well as experienced in the proper protection of Government property.

Tractor operators shall have knowledge and skills in the operation, preventive maintenance, and safety practices of tractor operations. The operators shall exercise good judgement when mowing or brush clearing different types of vegetation on various terrain. 
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
