DEFINITIONS/ACRONYMS


Administrative Use of Motor Vehicles: All wheeled-type pneumatic-tired motor vehicles normally of commercial design and transport type which are used for the movement of supplies, personnel, and equipment in providing administrative logistic support to installations or activities, including support of Government personnel at Contractor-operated facilities.

Accident/Operator Abuse Repair: Repairs that are required as the direct result of operator negligence or from vehicle hitting or being hit by an object.  Examples of accident/operator abuse repairs are: broken window glass, dented sheet metal, engine failure that can be attributed to the lack of an operator's pre-op and post-op inspections, or repeated clutch failure caused by poorly trained/careless operators, etc.

ACO: Administrative Contracting Officer

ADR: Alternate Designated Representative

Alteration: Any change in the original equipment manufacturer design configuration.

Automotive Vehicles: Sedans, pickups, vans, carryalls, buses, light and heavy trucks, fuel-servicing tank trucks, and trailers.  Also includes trailers and all self-propelled motor vehicle designed for highway or cross-country operations.

ANSI: American National Standards Institute.

CA: Customer Account

Cannibalization: Removal of parts or components from a vehicle for repair of another.

Capital Equipment: Functional machinery and other non-consumable, self-contained items, which cost $100,000.00, or more each.

CDRL: Contract Data Requirement List

CESE: Civil Engineering Support Equipment.  Equipment under the responsibility of the Naval Facilities Engineering Command.  Includes all transportation equipment such as automotive vehicles and construction, railway, fire fighting, and mobile weight handling equipment.

Class ‘A”, “B”, and “C” vehicles: Class “A” pool consists of vehicles assigned to the Commanding General.  Class “B” pool are vehicles assigned to base departments and tenants for full time use.  Class “C” pool vehicles are available for daily dispatch for short periods of time, usually not longer than a duty day.  Further definition is provided in MCO P11240.106B.

Clean: Free from dirt or contamination or relatively free from surface impedance having no exterior or interior stains visible.

COR: Contracting Officer’s Representative

Core Hours: For purposes of this Annex, core hours are 0700-1630, Monday through Friday, excluding holidays.  Example: Notification of work on a Friday at 1630 with a 24 "core hour" completion standard should be completed by 1200 on the following Wednesday, excluding holidays.

Crane Accident: An accident occurs when any one or more of the six elements in the operating envelope fails to perform correctly during operation, including operation during maintenance or testing resulting in the following: personnel injury or death; material or equipment damage; dropped load; derailment; two-blocking; overload; collision, including unplanned contact between the load, crane, and/or other objects.

Deadline:  Vehicles that are restricted from use.

DO: Delivery Order

DOD: Department of Defense

DOL: Department of Labor.

DOT: Department of Transportation.

Dumpster: A container that holds waste or recyclable material located throughout MCBH.  See Solid Waste Storage Container.

Downtime: The time a vehicle is not available for use by the user.  Downtime percent is calculated by dividing the number of hours of downtime by the total of downtime hours and operation hours for a given period. Downtime is calculated based upon a twenty-four- (24) hour per day clock.  Downtime starts when a Shop Repair Order (SRO) is issued for transportation equipment.  Downtime shall stop when the user is notified that the transportation equipment is ready to return to service and the SRO is closed.  If equipment is returned to the Contractor to perform rework, that time will be included in the downtime computation.  If transportation equipment is in the control of the Government, that time will not be included in the downtime computation.

DRMO: Defense Reutilization Marketing Office

DV: Distinguished Visitor

Emergency Equipment: Vehicles and equipment required to respond to life and property threatening situations; e.g., firefighting trucks, crash/rescue equipment, airfield crash crane, ambulances, and security police vehicles.

Emergency Road Service: Response necessary to retrieve, provides service, or repairs a vehicle or equipment.  Emergency road service includes, but is not limited to, boosting batteries, changing, tires, towing and other minor repair/adjustment necessary to return the vehicle to operation.

Emergency Vehicle Request: Vehicle requests, including buses and vans, will be classified as emergency at the discretion of the dispatcher on duty or the ACO or designated representative.  Generally, emergency requests for vehicles consist of vehicles needed immediately to prevent or reduce danger to life and limb; to prevent damages or threats of damage to property; or to prevent disruption of operations or training mission.  Some examples include bus service to transport troops for special deployment, wrecker service to tow vehicles in an accident either on or off base or personnel transportation to pick up parts to repair critical equipment.

Engineer Equipment: All mechanical equipment used in the construction, alteration, repair, or maintenance of buildings, bridges, roads, or other kinds of real property.  It includes all construction equipment and special attachments; examples are: road rollers, manlifts, tractors, dozers, backhoes, plows, street sweepers, and portable boilers, pumps and air compressors.  It also includes such stationary machines and mechanical apparatus such as winches and/or similar equipment.  When used as a general term “engineer equipment” includes mobile cranes.

Factory Recall: Correction of defects identified by the manufacturer.

Field Service: Scheduled and unscheduled maintenance and repair for equipment that because of design or immobility cannot be economically delivered to the maintenance shop, including emergency work.

GME: Garrison Mobile Equipment (GME) includes passenger and cargo vehicles, refuelers, crash/fire rescue vehicles, runway/street sweepers, mobile electric power plants, grounds maintenance equipment, materials handling equipment, and engineer and refuse collection equipment.  GME covers GSA and Navy-owned assets.  GME is not intended for tactical use.

GSA: General Services Administration.

GFV: Government Furnished Vehicle

HAR: Hawaii Administration Rule.

HFMC: Hawaii Fleet Management Center
Hire of Motor Vehicles: This term includes charter or rental arrangements with commercial contractors or with the General Services Administration from its interagency motor pool.

HQMC: Headquarters Marine Corps.

IAW: In accordance with

IHE: Inert Handling Equipment.  Rigging gear used to lift non-ordnance items with WHE.

Interim Breakdown Repairs: Unscheduled maintenance or repairs (including body work) required on a vehicle between scheduled maintenance periods.

Inventory: The equipment on-hand and carried on the activity plant account records.  This equipment shall be used to fill authorized inventory objectives.  Inventory excess to inventory objectives shall not be acquired or retained for temporary convenience.

IQ:  Indefinite Quantity

Load bearing parts: Those parts of WHE that support the load and upon failure could cause dropping, uncontrolled shifting or uncontrolled movement of the load.

Load controlling parts: Those parts of WHE that position, restrain, or control the movement of the load a malfunction of which could cause dropping, uncontrolled shifting, or uncontrolled movement of the load.  Crane mounted diesel engines, generators, electrical power distribution systems, and electrical control circuits associated with the movement of the load, shall be treated as load controlling parts.

MCBH: Marine Corps Base Hawaii

Maintain or Maintenance: Includes testing, assembly, disassembly, adjustment, preventive maintenance, aligning, lubrication, installation, alteration, overhaul, repair, upgrade, cleaning, painting, complete or touch up; rebuilds; rehabilitation; replacement of components, assemblies; machining; welding; specialized adjustments such as front end aligning and frame straightening; or any other action required to sustain or maintain the vehicle, system, or any component therein, in a condition by which the vehicle or any component therein, fully provides or performs the service for which it was  intended.  Meets the Operation and Maintenance Standards specified herein, industry standards, and standards set forth by DOD, Federal, State, and local regulations.

Major Repair: Maintenance functions, which restore parts, components, and major assemblies of an equipment or unit to a safe, serviceable condition.  The term “major repair” includes unit overhaul and unit replacement.

MCO:  Marine Corps Order

MIL SPEC: Military Specifications.

Minor Repair: Maintenance functions, which restores parts, components, and assemblies of an equipment or unit to a safe, serviceable condition.  The term “minor repair” includes i.e., fan belts, batteries, fuses, light bulbs, and wiper blade replacement.

Material Handling Equipment (MHE): Self-propelled and conveyor equipment used in storage and material handling operations in and around warehouses, airfields, industrial plants, magazines, supply depots, docks, and terminals.  It includes warehouse tractors, forklifts trucks, platform trucks, pallet trucks, conveyors and conveyor systems, and straddle carrying trucks.

NAVFAC: Naval Facilities Engineering Command
NAVSEA; Naval Sea System Command

NAVSUP:  Navy Supply Command

Non-Hazardous/non-regulated Waste: A discarded material that may be solid, semi-solid, liquid or contained gas and does not exhibits a characteristic of a hazardous waste as defined in Base Order P11010.2 and is not regulated under Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA).  This includes, but is not limited to, paper products, lumber, remodeling and demolition waste, organic waste and white goods, etc.

Other Garrison Mobile Equipment: Types of equipment used by Motor Transportation, who has the responsibility for administration, operation, maintenance, and tenant support.  Examples are plant account and grounds maintenance equipment.

OEM: Original Equipment Manufacturer.  The manufacturer of the complete production vehicle, both commercial or military, whether assembled from parts of its own manufacture or from parts of components furnished by other manufacturers or a combination of both.

OHE: Ordnance Handling Equipment.  Rigging Gear used to lift ordnance items with WHE.

PDI: Pre-delivery Inspection

PM: Preventative Maintenance

PMO: Provost Marshal Office

POV: Privately Owned Vehicle

QDR: Quality Deficiency Report

RCRA: Resource Conservation and Recovery Act

Rebuilt Components/Assemblies: Components, assemblies, or sub​assemblies of a unit of automotive, construction, and MHE equipment that have been disassembled and reconstructed using new replacement or manufactured parts and reassembled to produce a serviceable product whose service life expectancy is at least equal to the original component/assembly.

Refuse: All garbage, ashes, debris, rubbish and other similar waste materials.

Repair: Restoration of a vehicle to such condition that it may be effectively utilized for its intended purposes.  Repair is the overhaul, reprocessing, or replacement of constituent parts or materials that have deteriorated by action of the elements or usage and have not been corrected through maintenance.

Respond: Arrive at the site and commence the required work maintenance or repair.

Response Time: The time it takes after initial notification of a work requirement to be physically on the premises at the work site with appropriate tools, equipment, and materials and ready to perform the required work.

Rework: Re-performance of unsatisfactory workmanship or replacement of defective materials in completed jobs performed by the Contractor or Sub-contractors.

Routine Vehicle Request: Vehicle requests, including buses and vans, will be classified as routine if they do not qualify as an emergency or urgent request.  The customer shall provide at least 48-hours notice.  Vehicles are given on a first-come first-served basis in accordance with mission priority.

Safe and Serviceable: A vehicle/equipment condition in which all emergency and operational systems and physical integrity are within manufacturer’s local, state and federal operating limits including emissions.  A “safe and serviceable” vehicle is prepared for use by being inspected and deemed ready to operate as intended by the manufacturer.

Solid Waste: Any garbage, refuse, sludge and other discarded materials, including solid liquid, semi-solid, non-hazardous/non-regulated waste and contained gaseous material resulting from industrial, commercial, and community activities.  It does not include solids or dissolved material in domestic sewage or other significant pollutants in water resources, such as silt, dissolved or suspended solids in industrial wastewater effluent, dissolved materials in irrigation return flows or other common water pollutants.

Solid Waste Storage Container (Dumpster): A receptacle used for the temporary storage of solid waste awaiting collection.

Special Markings: Any vehicle marking that is of special significance to a particular user and is essential to identify its purpose.

SRO: Shop Repair Order

Transient Vehicle: Marine Corps GME or Navy CESE belonging to another Government activity visiting the station or operating in the vicinity of the station.

Upholstery: Any covering on the interior of a vehicle including seats, headliners, padded dash, inner door panels, floor mats, carpet, arm rests, and storage area mats.

Urgent Vehicle Request: Vehicle requests, including buses and vans, will be classified as urgent at the discretion of the dispatcher on duty or the ACO or designated representative.  The customer shall provide at least a 2-hour notice for urgent request.  Generally, urgent requests consists of vehicles needed to correct or prevent failures that do not immediately threaten personnel, property, or operations or training missions, but could lead to inconvenience that could effect the health and well being of personnel, to property damage, or to disruption of operations and training missions.  Vehicle requests that come from upper-level command or management are classified as urgent.

Vehicle: Vehicle means GME, GSa, CESE, WHE, MHE, and unnumbered equipment listed in Tables 7-3a through 7-3i and Table 7-4.

VIP: Very Important Person

Warranty Repair: Repairs that are specifically covered by the manufacturer during the vehicle's warranty period.

WHE: Weight Handling Equipment.  Equipment which is normally used for lifting, moving, and placing heavy material or equipment.  This includes mobile or transportable truck, crawler and railway-mounted locomotive cranes.  The term also includes captive cranes and hoists which are not included in the CESE program.

Work Action: defined, as related maintenance or repairs required by a single cause (e.g. vehicle crash, transaxle or air conditioning system failure, etc.).
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
