PERSONNEL QUALIFICATIONS


TRANSPORTATION MANAGER.  The head of the transportation function shall have a minimum of three- (3) year’s experience in managing transportation centers/facilities of a size and scope similar to that of MCBH.

EQUIPMENT OPERATORS.  Material Handling Equipment, Weight handling Equipment and Engineer Equipment operators shall be fully qualified and certified IAW MCO P11240.106B, MCO P11240.66, NAVFAC P-300 and P307 (for Crane operators) 29, CFR, Chapter XVII, Part 1910 and OSHA requirements for equipment operators.  Equipment operators used in weapons and ammunition handling shall also be familiar with NAVSEA OP-5, Chapters 8 and 10.

RIGGERS.  Riggers shall be familiar with and use the hand signals IAW NAVFAC P-307, Figure 10-1 through 10-2 and 29 CFR, Chapter XVII, Part 1910 for Slings and other related equipment and devices.

TEST DIRECTOR, INSPECTION AND TEST PERSONNEL.  The Test Director shall have a minimum of five (5) years of experience in managing the crane program and be familiar with the MCO P11240.106B, MCO P11240.66, NAVFAC P-300 and NAVFAC P-307 inspections and tests.  The Test Director shall be qualified and technically competent in the WHE, MHE, and OHE equipment operation and maintenance procedures.  Current applicable licenses shall be in the possession of the Contractor Test Director.  The Test Director will be responsible for the recordkeeping and management of reports that will be maintained for each WHE, MHE, OHE, and other equipment listed in this Annex.

Inspection and test personnel shall have a minimum of three (3) years of experience in inspection and testing for the crane program.  They shall be familiar with the MCO P11240.106B, MCO P11240.66, NAVFAC P-300 and NAVFAC P-307 inspection and test procedures.  Inspection and Test personnel shall be qualified and technically competent in the WHE, MHE, and OHE equipment operation and maintenance procedures.  Current applicable licenses shall be in the possession of all parties performing inspection and testing.

DRIVERS. Operators of automotive vehicle/equipment, including emergency and special vehicle and equipment, shall be fully qualified and comply with the licensing requirements of the State of Hawaii motor vehicle laws and applicable requirements of MCO P11240.106B, MCO P11240.66 and 49 CFR Chapter III Part 383, Part 391, and Part 397 for the type and class of equipment operated and type of load transported 49 CFR Chapter 1, Part 177.  Current applicable licenses shall be in the possession of the Contractor operators during all periods of equipment operation.  Drivers and equipment operators that may transport hazardous waste must be trained in accordance with 40 CFR 265.16.

MECHANICS. Mechanics shall have a minimum of five- (5) year’s experience in vehicle and equipment maintenance and repair (GME, MHE, and WHE).  They shall be certified under the National Institute Automotive Service Excellence (ASE) as a technician and licensed to operate equipment covered under this annex.  They shall be familiar with current technology troubleshooting and diagnostics procedures for vehicles and equipment listed in this Annex.

DISPATCHERS. Dispatchers shall be fluent in conversational English and capable of dispatching vehicles responsively.  Dispatchers shall dispatch and schedule motor vehicles and equipment used for the transportation of passengers, mail equipment, or supplies.

NOTE: Ensure all Contractor employees are qualified and properly licensed to operate equipment in the performance of this annex.  The Contractor employees shall not be issued Government licenses.  The Contractor shall certify that operators of motor vehicles or equipment are trained and qualified at no cost to the Government.  Documentation shall be provided to the Contracting Officer or designated representative prior to an operator engaging in any work or vehicle or equipment operation.
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
