(B) If the population served by the system is
greater than 3,300 persons, then compositing may
only be permitted by the director at sampling
points within a single system.

Encl: (1) Federal Register, Final Rule for Public Notification of the
Drinking Water Regulations of 28 Oct 87

1. On 28 October 1987, amendments to the NPDWR for public notification
requirements were promulgated. Enclosure (1) contains the amended parts of
the regulation. Addressees shall insure that all appropriate departments are
aware of the requirements and their respective dates of implementation.

2. The amendments set forth the following public notification requirements:

a. "Tier 1" notification requirements: Public notification is required
for failure to comply with an applicable maximum contaminant level (MCL), a
treatment technique or a prescribed schedule pursuant to a variance or
exemption. (Effective 28 April 1989)

b. "Tier 2" notification requirements: Public notification is required
for failure to perform required monitoring and to comply with established
testing procedures. Public notification is also required whenever a water
system is being operated under a variance or exemption of the NPDWR.
(Effective 28 April 1989)

%ﬂk. c. Lead notification requirements: Addressees must notify all persons
served who may be affected by Tead contamination of their drinking water.
This is required even if tests indicate that lead levels in drinking water are
. below the MCL for lead. Notification must be made no later than
19 June 1988. This requirement applies to any system where Tead containing
pipes, solders or flux have been used in the water system, including housenold

plumbing.

d. Fluoride notification requirements: Public notification is required
if fluoride levels exceed the secondary MCL of 2.0 parts-per-million.
(Effective 27 November 1987)

%*i 3. Regarding the requirement for lead notification, all Navy and Marine Corps
water systems, have in the past, utilized lead containing pipes, solders or
flux; therefore, notification must be issued to consumers. It is recommended
that a program to analyze random samples for lead be conducted for all water
systems. The samples should be collected without flushing of the pipes. The
sample sites selected should be areas where known use of lead containing
pipes, solder or flux have occurred (e.g. household plumbing), and where

1. In September 1998, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) put
into effect new regulations that require community water systems to provide
to their customers an annual report on the quality of their drinking water.
This new requlation is called the Consumer Confidence Report (CCR) rule.

This letter, along with enclosure (1), is in response to the CCR rule.
Together, they describe where your water comes from, what was detected in the
water in the past year, and how those results compare to standards for safe
drinking water. Test results show your drinking water meets all Federal and

State standards and is safe to drink.

2. MCBH Kaneohe Bay purchases its water from the BWS and adds fluoride and
chlorine (Dept. of Navy requirement) prior to delivering to its customers.
MCBH Kaneohe Bay also tests the water for the following contaminants: lead
and copper, fluoride, total trihalomethanes (TTHMS), asbestos, and total
coliform bacteria. Water samples are taken regularly from various locations
in the MCBH Kaneohe Bay distribution system, and analyzed by State certified
laboratories. The tables below list the results of this testing for calendar
year 1999. If a contaminant is not listed, then it was not detected.
