HISTORICAL DATA:  SPECIFIC WORK – LABOR


HISTORICAL DATA
This attachment provides the historical and projected workload broken down into (Means) trade labor hours, material costs, equipment costs and non-prepriced hours (i.e., work not covered by the R.S. Means Facilities Construction Cost Data book).  This is the workload that is depicted in Schedule-B.  The workload information does not include the following:

1) Work not within the scope of this contract.

2) Firm Fixed-Price work.

3) Supervisory or overhead labor hours.

INDEFINITE QUANTITY (NON-HOUSING)

This workload consists of work accomplished, which historically takes more than 32 hours to complete or $2,000 of material cost.  This work falls under the provisions of the Davis-Bacon Act when performed under a Govt. contract.  

Development of the (Non-Housing) IQ Solicitation

The basis of the figures in Schedule B was FY-00 historical work plus projected work that was previously planned for contracting out.  Fy-00 is a year that most represented the mix of current customers, expected future conditions/workload, and traditional methods of work accomplishment using current trades and skills.  The projected portion is planned during the first execution year.

1. The FY-00 total (05) work accomplished and future projected work was accumulated in Hours-by-Job.

· This includes many minor and larger construction and refurbishment projects.

· Projects (hours) are accumulated in two categories (reg. hours and after reg. working hours) 

2. The Hours-by-Job were analyzed for skill level used (Skilled/Unskilled) and converted to cost using the R. S. MEANS rates published in the current copy of that document.  The civil service Title/Series/Grade, was not clearly translatable to R.S. MEANS “Trades” so the rates used were the (Skwk) “Skilled Workers Average (35 Trades)”, and  (Clab) Common Building Laborers rates. The Honolulu City County Index factor was added as well to arrive at the dollar values in Schedule B.
