1.  Purpose.  To publish regulations for the wearing of uniforms, civilian clothing, and to establish personal appearance standards aboard Marine Corps Base Hawaii.  Definition aboard MCBH includes:

    Kaneohe Bay, HI

    Puuloa Rifle Range

    Manana Housing Area

    Camp H. M. Smith, HI 

    Pearl City Navy Warehouse Annex

    Bellows Marine Corps Training Area

2.  Cancellation.  BaseO 1020.5.

3. Application.  This Order is applicable to all Armed Forces personnel (equivalent uniform applies for service members not in the Marine Corps)  aboard Marine Corps Base Hawaii, unless otherwise prohibited or permitted by regulation of higher authority.  Retired military, family members or Armed Forces personnel, DOD civilian employees, contract civilians, and all guests aboard Marine Corps Base Hawaii, must adhere to the standards for civilian attire set forth in this Order.

4.  Scope.  Violations of any provisions of this Order may provide the basis for loss of Base privileges, or disciplinary action as prescribed in reference (a), under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ).

5.  Wavier of Uniform Regulations.  Request waivers from the regulations in reference (b) and this Order, via the appropriate chain of command, to the Commanding General, Marine Corps Base Hawaii,

6. Action
a. All individuals shall comply with the references and this Order in

maintaining and wearing uniforms and civilian clothing in conformance with the expected high standards of personal appearance. 

    b.  All officers, staff noncommissioned officers, noncommissioned officers, chief petty officers, and petty officers will become familiar with references (a) through (f) and this Order, and are charged with the responsibility of enforcing these regulations.  Additionally, the Director of Marine Corps Community Services (MCCS) will ensure al MCCS retail employees are familiar with and assist in the enforcement of this Order within all MCCS retail activities.

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WORKING UNIFORMS AND SPECIAL MILITARY ITEMS OF CLOTHING

1. UTILITY UNIFORM
a. Unit Commanders may direct, when appropriate, the removal of 

the utility cover and jacket during certain activities such as physical training.

    b.  The utility uniform is not authorized for leave or liberty.  However, the utility uniform may be worn off base under certain circumstances delineated below.  All off base staops while in the utility uniform will be brief in nature.

Examples of appropriate wearing of the utility uniform off base are as follows: 

(1) To and from place of off base residence to include 

Temporary Lodging Facility (TLF).

        (2) Dropping off/Picking up Children from daycare centers or schools

        (3) Obtaining gas or other essential driving aids (wiper blades, fluids, lights, etc.) 

        (4) Financial institutions.

        (5) Dropping off or picking up vehicles at repair shops.

        (6) Drive-thru fast food windows where exiting the vehicle is not required.

        (7) At a store soely for the purpose of child care or heath care related products (medicine, diapers, baby food, sanitary products etc.).

        (8) In the performance of official duties, or ceremonies requiring the utility uniform.

Examples of inappropriate wearing of the utility uniform off base are as follows:

(1) At restaurant, pizza parlors, bars, lounges, etc.

        (2) When dealing with public officials such as police, courthouse, or attorneys.
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        (3) While attending classes, activities, or conducting business at education facilities.

        (4) At commercial airports, bus stations, or train stations for travel or entering to pick up/drop off passengers.

        (5) At retail, rental stores, or shopping malls.

        (6) At any grocery store/supermarket except as noted above (in appropriate examples).

        (7) At movie theaters, miniature golf, or other similar entertainment/recreational or sporting activity.

        (8) When traveling by public transportation such as bus or taxi.

2.  FLIGHT CLOTHING.  Flight clothing may be worn by flight crew and aircraft fire fighting and rescue personnel.  Flight clothing may only be worn when engaged in flight operations or aviation training.  Flight clothing may be worn any place on Marine Corps Base Hawaii.  Flight clothing may be worn off base while commuting directly to and from off base residence only.  Off base stops are not authorized.

3.  FOOD SERVICE UNIFORM.  Food service uniforms are authorized anyplace aboard Marine Corps Base Hawaii.  The food service uniform is not authorized for off base wear.

4.  WHITE COVERALLS.  White coveralls are authorized for wear by bulk fuel and liquid oxygen personnel only when conducting mobile and skid mounted refueling/servicing operations.  White coveralls will not be worn outside the immediate work area.

5.  BLUE/GREEN COVERALLS AND CREWMAN UNIFORMS.  Blue/Green Coveralls and Crewman Uniforms are authorized anyplace aboard Marine Corps Base Hawaii.  The Blue/Green coveralls and Crewman Uniforms will not be worn off base for any reason except emergency government vehicle or aircraft repair requirements.

6. PITH HELMENT.  The standard Marine Corps pith helmet is authorized for wear by personnel assigned to the Marine Corps Base Hawaii, rifle ranges, Pith helmets may only be worn at Marine Corps Base Hawaii, rifle ranges.
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7.  MILIATARY POLICE UNIFORM.  Military Police personnel will wear such accessories as prescribed by the Provost Marshal.  Military Police accessories will only be worn while on duty.  When in uniform (other than PT gear) the Military Police badge will be worn by all Military Police regardless of duty status.

8.  LEIS AND FLOWERS.  Leis (traditional floral wreaths worn about the shoulders) presented to individuals may be worn while in uniform for short periods of time on the day presented.

9. BACKPACKS AND GYM BAGS.  Backpacks/Gym bags of civilian 

manufacture and design are not authorized to wear with any uniform, except as noted below.  Carrying the backpack/gym bag by only wearing the backpack/gym bag and is not authorized.  For safety purposes conservative civilian backpacks/gym bags may be carried over the back when riding a bicycle/moped/motorcycle.

CIVILIAN ATTIRE STANDARDS

GENERAL INFORMATION
1.   The Wearing of civilian attire should be a matter of personal pride.  No order or policy could possible address all that is acceptable or unacceptable civilian clothing.  Wearing civilian clothing that presents a conservative, clean, non offensive and neat appearance, is the standard for active duty personnel assigned to this Base while in a leave pr liberty status.  While Marine Corps Base Hawaii, retired military, family members of Armed Forces personnel, DOD civilian employees, and all guests will adhere to the same standards delineated within this Order. 

2.  Due to climatic conditions and local customs unique to Hawaii, the wearing of full conservative fit tank tops, and sandals or flip flops/Hawaiian slippers (without a heel strap) are authorized only while on leave or liberty in Hawaii.

3.  All active duty service members will be clean shaven IAW service regulations.

HEADGEAR
1.  Headgear such as headbands, dew rags, bandannas, skull caps and nylon stockings are not considered appropriate for active duty personnel at anytime.  Removal of all headgear is mandatory inside all facilities aboard Marine Corps Base Hawaii, unless in uniform and under arms.  Exceptions to the removal of headgear are wearing of a religious headgear, on Base club special events such as western night or sports night.  Ladies may wear headgear indoors in accordance with established social norms.

PHYSICAL TRAINING GEAR

1.  Physical training gear (any clothing designed for the primary purpose of physical training) is not authorized to be worn as appropriate civilian attire.  Pockets do not render physical training gear appropriate civilian attire.

2. When scheduled unit physical training prevents Marines or Sailors

form being able to attend breakfast in the dining facility, military physical training gear is authorized in the Marine Corps Base Hawaii, dining facility (fast food line only) Monday through Friday (breakfast
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SHIRTS
1.  Clean and serviceable shirts are required.  Soiled, frayed, or torn items are not appropriate and will not be worn.  T-shirts designed for wear as undergarments are prohibited as outer wear.  Also prohibited as outer wear are muscle/hang style shirts, see through mesh and net shirts, halter tops and tube tops  Such clothing will not be worn as outer garments except while physically participating in sports/physical activities, or while at the pool/beach.  Shirts hanging below the crotch will be tucked in.

TROUSERS/SHORTS/SKIRTS
1.  Clean and serviceable trousers/shorts/skirts are required.  Soiled, frayed, or torn items are not appropriate and will not be worn.  Items worn in a manner which exposes the midriff area, any portion of the underwear, or buttocks are prohibited.  These items should also be of length and fit to maintain proper modesty.

SWIM WEAR
1.  Swim Wear is appropriate while participating or traveling to and from beach or pool activities.

2.  Swim Wear is not authorized as liberty attire except as prescribed above.

PROHIBITED CIVILIAN CLOTHING
1.  Clothing which has been altered, cut, or is otherwise worn in a manner to present a sexually provocative appearance is not authorized.

3. Any garment inscribed, printed, or bearing patches with slogans,
words, pictures, symbols or print, which may be interpreted to be profane, offensive, supremacist, racist, sexually suggestive, obscene, supportive of or oriented towards the glamorization of alcohol, or any illegal activity, derogatory towards any ethnic, religious group, military service, the flag, or symbol of any nation prohibited.
