Subj: MARINE CORPS BASE HAWAII “NONCOMMISSIONED OFFICER/MARINE/PETTY
OFFICER/SAILOR OF THE QUARTER” AND RECOGNITION PROGRAM

1. Purpose. To Promulgate the basic instructions relating to the
“Noncommissioned Officer/Marine/Petty Officer/Sailor of the Quarter Board”

2. Cancellation. BaseO 1650.9

3. Background. To recognize exceptional performance is traditional in the
Marine Corps. Just as Marines are proud of their Corps, the Corps is proud
of them and takes pleasure in the opportunity to recognize superior
efforts. A personal recognition program offers an effective means by which
deserving Marines and Sailors can be recognized and rewarded through
appreciation of a job well done. In view of these considerations, a
program has been instituted within the Base to select a “Noncommissioned
Officer of the Quarter” from among Sergeants and Corporals, and a “Marine
of the Quarter” from among Lance Corporals and Privates First Class. The
program also sets forth provisions to select a “Petty Officer and Sailor of
the Quarter” who have demonstrated an exceptional degree of performance and
leadership ability.

4  Selection Process
a. The Base Selection Board will meet upon call of the senior member
on the last Friday in December, March, June, and September. Petty
Officer/Sailor selections will be done during the December and June boards.
The Board will consist of the following members:
1 Sergeant Major, Marine Corps Base Hawaii, senior member

(2) Sergeant Major, Headquarters Battalion, member and one Master
Sergeant/Master Gunnery Sergeant.

(3) Sergeant Major, Marine Corps Air Facility, member and one
Master Sergeant/Master Gunnery Sergeant.

(4) One Navy representative in the grade of Petty Officer First
Class or above from Headquarters Battalion during the December and June
Boards only.

b. The base “Noncommissioned Officer/Marine/Petty Officer/Sailor of
the quarter” is. held on a calender basis. The following quarters will be
held as follows:

15 Quarter - Jan, Feb, Mar

2™ Quarter - Apr, May, Jun

3% Quarter - Jul, Aug, Sep

’4th

Quarter Oct, Nov; Dec

c. The base “Noncommissioned Officer/Marine/Petty Officer/Sailor of
the Quarter” will be selected in accordance with the following criteria:

(1) Clearly identifiable superior conduct and performance of duties
during the recognized period.

(2) Noteworthy self-improvement efforts, such as MCI courses,
college, etc. during the recognized period.

(3) Noteworthy accomplishments that have brought credit upon the
individual and the Marine Corps/Navy, such as Certificate of Commendation,
Certificate of Appreciation, Meritorious Mast, etc. during quarter.

(4) Noteworthy contributions to the military or civilian community
during the quarter.

(5) Displays an exceptional degree of maturity, responsibility,
integrity, and leadership ability.

(6) Be an outstanding “Marine/Sailor” in comparison with their
peers.

‘5. Awards

a. The following awards will be presented to the selected
“Noncommissioned Officer/Marine/Petty Officers/Sailors of the Quarter.

(1) Navy Achievement Medal.
(2) A 4-day Special Liberty Pass
(2) Reserved parking at the Marine Corps Exchange.
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b. The Consolidated Public Affairs Officer will provide appropriate
photographic and press coveragé for the presentation of the selected
“Noncommissioned Officer/Marine/Petty Officer/Sailor of the Quarter”.

6. Action

a. Headquarters Battalion and Marine Corps Air Facility will establish
written procedures to conduct a monthly board for “Noncommissioned Officers
of the Month and Marines of the Month. Of your monthly selections, a
quarterly board will be held to nominate one NCO and one Marine to appear
before the Base Selection Board.

b. Nominations will be in writing and will contain a concise word
picture of the Marine concerned-and a specific description of the
individual action or sustained performance of duty for which the Marine is
being recommended. The Marines’ Service Record Book will accompany each
nomination.

c. Nominees for “Noncommissioned Officer of the Quarter” will be of
the grade sergeant or corporal. Nominees for “Marine of the Quarter” will
be of the grade of lance corporal or private first class. Nominees for
“Petty Officer” will be of the grade of petty officer second or third
class. Nominees for “Sailor” will be seaman first or second class.

d. Nominations will be forwarded to this Headquarters (Attn: Sergeant
Major) by the third week of December, March, June, and September, unless
published otherwise.

e. Upon selection by the board Headquarters Battalion and Marine
Corps Air Facility will submit an electronic 1650 and proposed citation for
the appropriate award to G-1 Awards sectio
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
