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'CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS

Commissioned Officers’ Club
Marine Corps Base Hawaii

Constitution

Article I
Designation

‘Section 1: This activity shall be known as the Commissioned
Officers’ Club, Marine Corp Community Services (MCCS), Marine
Corp Base Hawaii (MCBH), Kaneohe Bay, hereinafter referred to as
the “Club.”

~ Article II
Authorization

‘Section 1: The Club is established under the authorization of
the Commandant of the Marine Corps and the Commanding General
(CG), MCBH, Kaneohe Bay, operated in accordance with existing
regulations, the Constitution and Bylaws, and such direction as
may be issued by proper authority.

‘Article III
‘Purpose

Section 1: The Club exists to enhance the combat effectiveness
of our Navy and Marine Corps team. The Club encourages
professional growth, morale, welfare, and well being of its
authorized members through professional and social interaction.

Section 2: The Club also helps to foster camaraderie and good
will among the members’ families and the MCBH retired and
civilian communities.

~ Article IV
Responsibility

Section 1: The Club and all of its facilities and functions
will be operated within the command responsibilities of the CG.
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‘The Board of Directors and the Assistant Chief of Staff‘(AC/S)
MCCS will implement the CG’s intent for the Club.

Section 2: The Constitution and Bylaws, minutes of Board of
Directors meetings, financial reports, including operating
expenses and revenues, will be readily available for review and
inspection at the Club by its members.

‘Article V
Status

Section 1: The Club is a Non Appropriated Fund Instrumentality
(NAFI) of the United States Government and shall be operated in
accordance with governing directives.

Article VI
Membership

Section 1: The Club is a membership activity with assessed
monthly dues. The Board of Directors will recommend the dues
structure based on the operating cost data as provided by the
AC/S MCCS. The CG will approve the final dues structure.

Section 2: Club membership is obtained by filing the membershipr
application with the Club management.

Section 3: Members may have appropriate guests accompany them
to Club functions. '

Section 4: The following are the authorized membership
categories:

a. Active Membership: All active duty commissioned and
warrant officers (hereafter referred to as officers) that are
stationed at MCRBH.

b. Associate Membership: The CG may extend associate
membership to the following groups:

(1) Active duty officers of the U.S. Military services
not stationed or assigned to Marine Corps Base Hawaii.

(2) Adult family members of U.S. Military officers

entitled to active membership, if the sponsor is deployed for
duty or stationed at an installation other than MCBH.
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(3) Regular or Reserve officers of the U.S. Military
services on the retired list.

(4) Officers of other U.S. (non-DoD) uniformed services
on active duty or retired with pay (i.e. USCG, NOAA and Public
Health Service, etc.).

(5) Active duty military officers of foreign nations
when stationed at MCBH.

(6) DoD employees and other Federal employees, of
officer grade equivalent, working at MCBH (GS-7, NF-3, WS-8, WG-
12 or higher).

(7) DoD employees who are retired and who were members
of this Club before retirement.

(8) DoD contractor employees, technical representatives
and other authorized logistical supporter personnel that work on
MCBH and are in a management or supervisory position.

(9) Officers of U.S. reserve components and National
Guard units.

C. Honorary Membership: Recipients of the Medal of Honor,
Public officials, community leaders, civilians associated with
military support agencies who are in management or supervisory
positions, and other civilian professionals as designated by the
CG.

‘Section 5: All three categories of membership described
hereinafter will be collectively referred to as “members” where
applicable. References to specific member categories will be
appropriately modified. Each member of the Club is entitled to
the same benefits as any other member. )

Section 6: Officers who are active members of other Officers’
Clubs, and their adult family members, will be afforded
reciprocal admission to the Club at MCBH. The Board of
Directors may restrict specific privileges afforded to members
of other clubs as necessary.

Section 7: Although membership in the Club is not compulsory,

it is highly recommended and encouraged for Marine Corps and
Navy officers assigned to MCBH.
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‘Article VII
‘Non-discrimination and Equal Opportunity

Section 1: The facilities and services of the Club shall not
discriminate against eligible members upon a basis of race,
color of skin, gender, creed, age, marital status, or national
origin.

Section 2: The facilities and services of the Club shall not be
made available to any groups or organizations that discriminate

based upon the race, color of skin, gender, creed, age, marital

status, or national origin.

‘Article VIII
‘Leadership and Management

Section 1: The Board of Directors shall establish the operating
structure for the Club and shall provide strategic-level
guidance. The Board of Directors shall meet quarterly.

Section 2: The Board of Directors will consists of the
following members:

‘a. Deputy Commander MCBH (Chairman)

'b. Chief of Staff, Patrol and Reconnaissance Force, Pacific
‘c. €O 3™ Marines

d CO Marine Air Group 24

‘e. CO Combat Service Support Group 3

f. CO Headquarters and Service Battalion, Marine Forces
Pacific

'g. CO Helicopter Antisubmarine Squadron Light- 37
'h €O Fleet Logistics Support Squadron 51

‘i CO Headquarters Battalion MCBH

'j. CO Marine Corps Air Facility MCBH

'k CO First Radio Battalion
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Section 3: The Deputy Commander, MCBH, shall be the Chairperson
of the Board of Directors. On behalf of the Board or Directors,
the Chairperson shall issue Terms of Reference that supplement
the Constitution and Bylaws. The Terms of Reference shall
establish the routine governing and operating structure for the
Club. The Board of Directors may establish committees or
subcommittees as required to affect the purpose of the Club.

The Board of Directors may delegate any authority that it
possesses to the formed committees or subcommittees.

Section 4: The Chairperson shall report the proceedings from
quarterly meetings to the CG.

Section 5: A/CS MCCS shall manage daily Club operations per
applicable orders and directives.

:Article IX
Amendments

Section 1: This Constitution and its Bylaws may be altered and
amended by the CG.

‘Article X
Adoption

Section 1: This Constitution‘:and its Bylaws are effective upon
approval by the CG.

'BYLAWS TO THE CONSTITUTION OF THE OFFICERS’
CLUB

‘Article I
General

‘Section 1: The Bylaws of the Club are promulgated for
information to all its members. Club members are responsible
for the observation and adherence to these Bylaws. This
responsibility extends to members’ dependents and guests.

‘Article II
‘Patronage Eligibility other than Membership

Section 1: The Board of Directors may allow non-members with
MCBH access to utilize Club facilities during specific times to
aid in the financial betterment of the Club (i.e. lunch,
Mongolian BBQ, and Sunday Brunch).

‘Article III
‘Check Cashing and Currency Conversion

Section 1: Active and associate members of the Club will have
check-cashing privileges up to the limit established in
governing regulations. A Club Membership card is required.

77Article Iv
Credit Sales

Section 1: The Club accepts major credit cards for the sale of
food, beverages, and private party functions.

7 Article V
Private Party Policy

Section 1: Active and associate members of the Club may arrange
private parties and related social functions through Club
Management. A deposit shall be required at the time social
functions are scheduled. Active members have priority but
cannot displace confirmed functions. The AC/S MCCS must
approve non-members private parties.
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7 ‘Article VI
Professional Military Education (PME)

Section 1: The Club is available to host unit Professional
Military Education (PME). However, priority will go to members’
social requirements and regularly scheduled Club activities.
Units requesting PME support must be prepared to pay for labor
expenses incurred in the set-up and clearing of the Club.

‘Article VII
Dress Code

Section 1: The dress code for the Club is governed by the good
taste and decency of the patrons. All members of the Club
should enjoy the facilities and not be uncomfortable because
other members lack good taste in their dress. The Koa Room and
Grunge Bar shall employ a relatively relaxed dress standard.
Active members will set the example for “appropriate” attire.

7 Article VIII
Bad Debt Collection and Dishonored Check Policy

Section 1: Every member of the Club is responsible for their
personal financial integrity. Failure to be responsible for

their legitimate debts or the rendering of dishonored checks

will be cause for termination of membership.

7 Article IX
Committee and Sub-Committee Duties

Section 1: The Club Board of Directors may create committees
and sub-committees as appropriate. The Board of Directors shall
provide specific guidance to the committees and sub-committees
regarding their duties and responsibilities upon formation.

Article X
‘Gambling Policy

Section 1: Gambling and the operation of games of chance are
not permitted in the Club. The roll of dice for refreshments is
permissible.
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‘Article XI
‘Membership Privileges

‘Section 1: Club membership allows each member to foster the
fine traditions of our Marine Corps and Naval Service.
Membership is an honor, a privilege, and an important
contribution to our national defense.

‘Section 2: With membership comes the privilege of associating
with your fellow Officers, families, and invited guests in a
pleasant social atmosphere. In addition to the environment,
every effort will be made to provide quality food and beverage
service at a competitive price. 1In addition, the Club provides
the following amenities to its members:

Special discounts on selected nights.
Convenient check cashing and credit card privileges.
Private party and social function privileges.
Food and Beverage Catering.
Free entertainment and other special events.
Free snacks and pupus served on most nights of
operation.

g. Reciprocal admission to all Marine Corps Officers’
Clubs.

h. Reciprocal admission to all other Officers’ Clubs in
Hawaii.
