1.  Purpose.  To provide amplifying guidance and procedures relative to the scheduling and utilization of Marine Corps Base Hawaii (MCBH),training areas, courses, and facilities.  Additionally, chapter 5 identifies other DOD training areas with the proper controlling agencies, and directives.

2.  Cancellation.  BaseO P1500.8

3.  Background.  This Manual establishes a single document to be used in conjunction with current MCBH orders, Marine Corps orders and controlling agencies' directives that govern the conduct of training.  The base training areas, courses, and facilities were constructed in order to improve the operational readiness of parent, visiting and tenant commands. Consistent with this intent are requirements for timely scheduling, as well as continuous maintenance and safe operations of all training areas.  

4.  Information.  This Manual is intended to serve as a reference and index 

for available training resources administered by MCBH 
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and a reference for additional DOD training resources. This is not intended to be a comprehensive listing of all DOD training resources. It does not address the specific procedures for the correct use of each area, course, or facility, but gives a brief description of the training areas available for use, scheduling authority, and maintenance of facilities. It is the responsibility of each unit commander to ensure that training is conducted in accordance with Marine Corps orders, controlling agency directives, standards and procedures. Each unit commander will ensure all personnel are familiar with the contents of this Manual and its references. Using units will strictly adhere to the prescribed procedures when scheduling and using these areas, courses, and facilities.

5.  Action.  This Manual is effective upon receipt for use by all

commands assigned aboard MCBH and any sponsored commands.

    a.  Assistant Chief of Staff (AC/S), G‑3 MCBH.  AC/S, G‑3 is responsible for scheduling/oversight and ensuring the proper maintenance and safety of all MCBH training areas. AC/S, G‑3 will accomplish all specified requirements described herein.

    b.  Assistant Chief of Staff (AC/S), G‑4 MCBH.  When notified of the requirement  for course maintenance, determine the scope of work required, and task the appropriate unit if repairs are within organic maintenance capabilities.

    c.  Base Safety Officer. The Base Safety Officer is responsible for conducting quarterly inspections of all Base training courses and facilities.  The Base Safety Officer will provide a copy of inspection findings to the MCBH, AC/S, G‑3 for corrective action.

    d.  Using Units

        (1) Ensure that all. Marines utilizing training areas described herein review this Manual and familiarize themselves with all directives pertaining to the type of training to be conducted.

        (2) OICs/SNCOICs will ensure strict compliance of regulations and guidance contained in references (a) through (i) when requesting and using any training area identified in this manual.
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        (3) Pursue an aggressive program for petroleum, oils, lubricants (POL) spill containment and hazardous material (HAZMAT) disposal. Large POL spills (a diameter in excess of 6 feet or, a spill of any size which causes a sheen on the water) require the responsible unit to notify the MCBH, AC/S, G-3, Officer of the Day, or appropriate agency.

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CHAPTER 1

GENERAL

1000.  SCOPE.  This Manual is designed to identify training areas and facilities on the Hawaiian Islands. This Manual must be used in conjunction with current Marine Corps orders, MCBH Base orders and SOPs, Army regulations, and Naval instructions that govern the use of the numerous live fire ranges, training areas, and facilities.

1001.  DIRECTIVES

1.  Army Regulation 385‑63, along with MCO P3570.1, Policies and Procedures for Firing Ammunition for Training, Target Practice, and Combat.  Establish the minimum requirements and duties of the Officer in Charge (OIC) and Range Safety Officer (RSO). They prescribe general safety precautions for the firing of ammunition and explosive ordnance while training, operating

ranges, and conducting ordnance clearing projects. These documents are the cornerstone publications which dictate procedures on all United States Army, Hawaii (25th ID(L) & USARHAW) facilities, i.e., Schofield Barracks, Pohakuloa

Training Are (PTA). MCO P3570.1A covers all Marine Corps ranges. Current editions of AR 385‑63/MCO P3570.1A will be maintained by tenant commands.

2.  USARHAW REGULATIONS

    a.  25th ID(L) & USARHAW Reg 210‑6, Live Fire Range Regulations (Oahu). This Regulation establishes amplifying procedures for use of all U.S. Army training areas and ranges controlled by USARHAW on Oahu. Annex A of 25th ID (L) & USARHAW Reg 210‑6 contains a comprehensive listing of all pertinent FMs and TMs required for firing on army controlled ranges.

    b.  25th ID(L) & USARHAW Reg 210‑11, Pohakuloa Range and Training Area Regulation. This Regulation establishes amplifying procedures for using training areas and range facilities at PTA located on the island of Hawaii.

    c.  These directives will be maintained by tenant commands and can be procured directly from G‑3, 25th ID(L) at Schofield Barracks.
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3.  Hawaii Army Training Support Plan (HATSP). This publication

contains a complete inventory and description of Army ranges and

facilities available on 0'ahu and PTA. It is updated periodically by 25th ID(L) and can be obtained by contacting G‑3, 25th ID (L), Schofield Barracks.

1002.  FFICER IN CHARGE (OIC) AND RANGE SAFETY OFFICER (RSO) CERTIFICATION. As required by AR 385‑63/MCO P3570.1A, prospective OICs/RSOs must attend a RSO Certification Class. These classes are conducted by 25th ID(L) Range Control personnel at Schofield Barracks.  Details on time and locations can be presented aboard MCBH Kaneohe Bay on request. OICs/RSOs will be guided in their duties by 25th ID(L) & USARHAW Reg 210-6 and 210-11.  This applies to all USASCH controlled ranges and training areas.

1003.  OFF-ISLAND EMERGENCY MEDICAL CARE.  The following are resources and procedures to use for emergency medical care on the outer islands.

1.  Maui.  Maui Memorial Hospital is a 145 bed, full service hospital with a 24 hour emergency room. The hospital administrator recommends those emergency patients arriving by helicopter land at Kahului airport and be transported by

ambulance(approx. 5 min.). There is a landing zone (LZ) at the hospital that is not paved. It is a grass area between the nurse's residence and the hospital. Patients would need to be moved by ambulance from the LZ to the emergency room (ER). Prior notification is necessary due to cars parking in the area. Except in life and death situations, this LZ is not recommended.

2.  Molokai.  Molokai General Hospital is a small 30 bed (only 4 acute, 26 nursing, long term care beds) hospital with no specialties. Only five general practitioners/family practitioners are on the island. Level III ER with very limited capability is available. There is no physician during the day

but a contract physician does cover nights and weekends in the ER. There is no LZ or clear area near the hospital.  Helicopters must use Molokai airport (closed between 1900‑0700) then transport by ambulance (approx 10-15 min.). Recommend patients be taken to Maui or returned to Oahu. Molokai offers

facilities for stabilization.
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3.  Kauai.  Wilcox Memorial Hospital at Lihue is a 75 bed, full service hospital with the exception of neurosurgery.  It has a full Level I ER manned 24 hours a day. There is no LZ at the hospital but the Lihue airport is less than 4 miles from the hospital. Another hospital, Kauai Veterans' Memorial Hospital, is located near Barking Sands (approx 10‑15 miles).  It is a 30

bed hospital, again at only level III ER (no physician during the day in the ER). It has limited surgical, lab, and X‑ray capabilities.  There is no LZ at the hospital but there are several open areas and sports fields adjacent. This hospital could be used for non‑critical trauma and stabilization of

critical patients but Wilcox Memorial Hospital should be considered for anything significant.

4.  Hawaii.  Medevac procedures are already in place utilizing Hilo Hospital due to long‑standing training at PTA.

1004.  MCBH RANGE TRAINING FACILITY EMERGENCY MEDICAL CARE.  The following emergency medical procedures will be followed while any live fire is being conducted at MCBH Kaneohe Bay Range Training Facility:

1.  An authorized tactical vehicle will be designated as a

safety vehicle. The corpsman will remain in the vicinity of the

safety vehicle at all times while live fire is in progress.

2.  Prior to $he commencement of live fire, the corpsman will

check in with the Range House to notify the facility that he/she

is present for that training. If the corpsman has to leave the

range facility, the range that is in a live fire status must go

"cold" until the corpsman has returned or a replacement corpsman

is present for the designated range.

  3.  Handheld radios will be signed out by the OIC of the

designated range at the Range House.

  4.  In the event of an incident which requires emergency

evacuation, the following procedures will be followed:

    a.  All firing will cease.

    b.  The on site Corpsman will make every effort to render the necessary medical care.

    c.  The RSO/Line NCO will contact the Range House via handheld radio and request emergency medical support.

    d  The Range House will immediately contact "911" and request ambulance support and give the necessary information to expedite the transport of the patient. This information includes name, location, type of injury, age/sex of patient, phone number calling from, and blood type if available.

    e.  Post a guard at the gate of the training facility to direct the emergency personnel upon arrival.

1005.  MARINE CORPS TRAINING AREA BELLOWS (MCTAB) EMERGENCY MEDICAL CARE.  The nearest hospital to MCTAB is Castle Hospital, approximately 15 minutes by vehicle at the intersection of the Pali Highway and the Kalaniana'Ole Highway. Castle Hospital phone number is (808) 263‑5500.

1.  In the event of a serious injury, personnel training at MCTAB should notify Detachment 1, 15th SPTG, USAF Security Detachment personnel located in building # 515 aboard MCTAB, phone number (808) 259‑4200. Depending on the nature of the injury, an ambulance will be dispatched for transport to the

nearest medical facility.
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MCBH TRAINING AREAS

2000.  GENERAL.  With the activation of MCBH and consolidation of all supporting functions for Fleet Marine Forces, the base training areas; courses, and facilities have been placed under the charge of MCBH, AC/S, G‑3.

2001.  DESCRIPTION OF AREAS AND FACILITIES

1.

G‑3 Controlled T‑raining Areas

    a.  Combat Visual Information Center (CVIC). Formerly known as Training and Audiovisual Support Center (TAVSC). CVIC can provide a wide variety of training aides such as training films, wargames, and MILES gear. A catalog listing all training aides and request forms are available by contacting CVIC at 257​1364/5.

         (1) Multiple Integrated Laser Engagement Systems (MILES)

             (a) The MILES is a low power, eye safe transmitter that simulates live ammunition from such direct fire weapons as the M16A2 rifle, M240G machinegun, M249 SAW, and M2 .50cal. machinegun. Blank rounds activate the transmitters that accurately simulate the rate of fire. The laser beam generated by the transmitter activates the detectors worn by each participant.

        (2) Conference Rooms

            (a) The Bachelor Officers Quarters is located in building 503. The conference room can accommodate up to 100 guests and has a full array of audio‑visual support. Additionally, there is a small classroom that can accommodate approximately 25 guests.

            (b) Kansas Tower conference room is exclusively used for VIP briefings and can accommodate up to 30 guests. This conference room is scheduled through MCBH CG Staff Secretary, phone number, commercial (808) 257‑7705.

            (c) CVIC has two classrooms available for use. One classroom can accommodate 25 guests and the other can accommodate 75 guests.
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    b.  The Boondocker Training Complex.  This area consists of a day movement course, obstacle course, rappelling tower, leadership reaction course, tactical LZ, and theater. The LZ can be used for troop inserts/extracts and SPIE/rappelling/fast rope. See MCAFO P3710.1b for proper conduct of air operations. These facilities may be requested by contacting MCBH, AC/S, G‑3. A training area request (TAR) is shown in Figure 5‑1.

    c.  MACS‑2 Training Area

        (1) The MACS-2 training area is located adjacent to Pyramid Rock Beach. An adequate area for platoon maneuvers, it is currently used as a paintball training site on weekends (Figure 2-1).

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        (2) Restrictions.  Any amphibious exercises in this area need proper environmental documents before such an operation will be authorized due to several archaeological sites and endangered plant species in the vicinity. Use of all blank ammunition, pyrotechnics, live ordnance, and explosive devices, including O-Chlorobenzylidene Malonitrile (CS gas), are prohibited, except red smoke for emergency use only. Waivers to this policy may be granted on a case-by-case basis by AC/S, G-3, MCBH (i.e., capabilities demonstrations). Ground disturbance will not be permitted within or around the MACS-2 compound. The structures on this site are aged and weathered and training around these structures should be done with caution.

    d.  Range Facilities

        (1) Range Rules.  The guidance obtained in MCO P3574.2J and BaseO P3574.6 pertain to the conduct of live firing at each range facility.

        (2) Kaneohe Bay Range Training Facility.  The following live fire ranges are available: R‑1 Known Distance (5.56 and 7.62 rifles only), R‑2 Pistol, R‑5 Field Firing Range, R‑6 FBI Range, R‑7 Demolition Pits, R‑8 EOD/Grenade Range, and R‑9 BZO Range. To coordinate use of these ranges, call (808) 257‑2067.

        (3) Pu'uloa Range Training Facility.  The following live fire ranges are available: 5.56 Known Distance Course, two Known Distance Courses (Pistol), Close Combat Pistol Course, and a Shotgun Range.  To coordinate the use of these ranges, call (808) 474‑8057/8.

        (4) Marine Corps Training Area Bellows (MCTAB).  MCTAB is comprised of 1,457 acres with 3 helicopter landing zones, an amphibious landing beach, and 2 maneuver training areas.  Scheduling authority for MCTAB is AC/S, G‑3 MCBH, phone number Comm (808) 257‑8816/20.  Refer to Chapter 3 of this order for a complete description of MCTAB.

    e.  Base Beaches.  The beaches aboard MCBH provide an excellent opportunity for forces to conduct waterborne movements.  Landing Crafts Air Cushioned (LCAC) have been authorized to conduct single time operations at Marine Corps Training Area Bellows (MCTAB).  Additionally, LCACs are authorized to maneuver and land in the West Field area, with a maximum of two aircraft in the Craft Landing Zone (CLZ) at one time.
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LCUs are authorized to land at MCTAB and the pier at MCBH.  Contact MCBH AC/S G‑3, the Base Environmental Department and Waterfront Operations for specific guidance if additional operations are planned in these areas.

    f.  Base Pool.  The Base Pool can accommodate Marine Combat Instructor, Water Survival training and Navy swim qualification.

    g.  Conditioning Runs/Hikes

        (1) Safety.  Unit commanders are ultimately responsible for the safe conduct of unit conditioning runs and hikes.  For detailed safety guidelines aboard MCBH, refer to BaseO P5500.15A Change 1.

        (2) Off‑Limit Areas.  Off‑limit areas are defined as portions of MCBH Kaneohe Bay that are restricted.  Jogging and unit conditioning runs and hikes are prohibited in all off‑limit areas, unless authorized elsewhere in the Manual.  Examples of off‑limit areas for unit conditioning runs and hikes are:

            (a) Ulupa'u Magazine and Kaneohe Bay Range Training Facility impact area.

            (b) All aircraft runways and taxiways.  There is also a dirt trail alongside the runway near the north departure end which is on occasion used for base sporting events which requires Commanding General approval to use.  This area is restricted at all other times to ensure the safety of personnel and normal airfield operations. There are posted signs that declare this area a restricted area.  All pedestrian traffic is prohibited along aircraft runways and taxiways due to an airfield requirement to keep a 750‑foot buffer from the runway centerline.

            (c) The Klipper Golf Course (including Moffet road to the beach and the sand duties area).

            (d) Perimeter fence road.

            (e) Family Housing.

            (f) Nu'upia Ponds Wildlife Management Area (WMA).  No individual physical training of any sort may be conducted in this area.  Unit runs may be approved after prior coordination with Base Environmental.  No cadence counting is allowed in this
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area.  Requests for unit runs around the Nu'upia Ponds WMA must be submitted to and approved by AC/S, G‑3, MCBH with coordination verification from the Environmental Department.

            (g) Fort Hase Beach/Ulupa'u sand dunes shoreline area south of the ironwood tree stand known locally as the "pine trees".

            (h) Pyramid Rock sand dunes south and east of the areas where vehicle access and parking are allowed for beach access.

        (3) Traffic Requirements‑refer to BaseO 5500.15A Change 1, Base Regulations, for detailed requirements.

            (a) Company/battery sized units or larger shall be conducted so as to have minimum interference with traffic.  When and where available, bike routes and grass areas along the side of the road will be utilized.

            (b) Units will remain as close to the side of the road as possible and move in the direction of traffic, unless a bike lane is available.

            (c) Road guards shall be utilized at all intersections. Road guards will wear reflective vests at all times.  Road guards will not perform any type of exercise while posted at an, intersection nor will they delay traffic once the unit has passed.

            (d) Safety vehicles are prohibited from driving in bike lanes, on sidewalks and blocking intersections.  Safety vehicles are required to follow the rules of the road and drive with hazard lights flashing.

            (e) When utilizing the access road up Pu'u Hawaii Loa hill to Kansas Tower, units will ensure that road guards are posted forward and aft of the formation. Formations must stay in "columns of two" and keep to the outside of the road.  Technicians on immediate repair missions are given priority over training.

            (f) Unit commanders shall ensure that the lead and trail elements of all unit conditioning runs and hikes carry flashlights, chemlights, or taxi‑wands to ensure visibility by vehicular traffic during the hours of darkness.
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Lead and trail elements will wear road guard vests or belts during the hours of darkness in accordance with ref (i).

        (3) Chanting/cadence counting, clapping is prohibited in any housing area (refer to BaseO 5500.15A Change 1, Base Regulations, for detailed regulations).

        (4) Conditioning Hikes

            (a) On base.  Conditioning hikes on base require the submission of a TAR and a map of the proposed route to AC/S, G​3, MCBH. Reference (i), Base Regulations, delineates off‑limits areas aboard MCBH in detail.  Any route that does not conflict with designated off‑limit areas and complies with written directives will be approved.  Conditioning hikes may not interfere with planned base activities (i.e. airfield flight operations or special events).

            (b) Off base.  All conditioning hikes off base will be considered on a case‑by‑case basis and require the submission of a TAR and a map of the proposed route with outside agency approval documentation to AC/S, G‑3, MCBH. For approval of an off‑base conditioning hike, requesting units must coordinate with PMO, HPD, and PAO.  If a hike route involves the use of any state beaches or recreational areas, the requesting unit must coordinate and receive approval from the City and County of Honolulu Department of Parks and Recreation, phone number (808) 523‑4525/27.  If a hike route involves the use of public trails, coordination must be made with the Oahu Division of Forestry and Wildlife to obtain a permit. To obtain a Trail and Access Activities Permit, a map of the route must be submitted to the Division of Forestry and Wildlife at least 15 days in advance of the start date.  The Point of Contact for the Division of Forestry and Wildlife is Mr. Aaron Lowe, phone number (808) 973​9782.

        (5) Marine Corps Training Area Bellows (MCTAB).  If hiking to and/or aboard MCTAB, requesting units must coordinate (for informational purposes only) with the Air Force Security detachment stationed aboard MCTAB, phone number (808) 259‑4220.  Units conducting conditioning hikes to MCTAB (Figure 2‑2), will adhere to the following regulations:

            (a) This is the only route authorized for unit conditioning hikes to MCTAB.

            (b) Chanting/cadence counting, and clapping is prohibited along the route.

            (c) Designated rest areas will be away from residential areas. All trash must be thoroughly policed.
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            (d) Hikes will be conducted so as to have minimum interference with traffic. When and where available, bike routes and grass areas along the side of the road will be utilized. If units must travel in the roadway, remain as close to the right side of the road as possible and move in the direction of traffic.

        (6) MCBH Flight Line.  Units requesting to utilize the Flight Line must clear and police prior to 0600. No running or unit physical training is authorized along the flight line in accordance with reference

        (7) All approved conditioning runs and hikes are subject to cancellation at any time should an emergency arise or an operational/exercise commitment requires the use of the area. Use figure 2‑3 to outline the route of conditioning runs or hikes.

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    h.  Landing Zones.  The following landing zones are controlled by MCBH, AC/S, G‑3.  Airfield Rescue and Firefighting (ARFF) support will be utilized whenever landing zones are used aboard MCBH.  The use of any landing zone off the airfield runway requires coordination with Marine Corps Air Facility (MCAF) Operations for airspace control and MCBH AC/S, G‑3.

        (1) VIP LZ (LZ 215).  The primary VIP LZ is located in the open field to the west of building 215.  LZ 215 is outlined by a white square, 100 by 100 feet.  Pilots are directed to land inside the square.  Pilots shall be under tower control when utilizing LZ 215 and shall inform the Control Tower when landing is completed as well as when airborne because this area is not visible from the Control Tower.  Requirements for helicopter use of LZ 215 shall be coordinated with MCBH, AC/S, G‑3 at least 5 working days in advance. Normal operations will be one aircraft per flight into and out of LZ 215. Formation flights must be specifically authorized. Notes/remarks section of a squadron's daily flight schedule should indicate approximate times of all landings at LZ 215. MCBH, AC/S, G‑3 will confirm the use of LZ 215 with MCAF Airfield Operations on the date of the scheduled flight.

        (2) LZ Boondocker.  LZ Boondocker is the 3d Marine Regiment's day movement course, and may be used as a tactical helicopter‑landing zone.  Use of this LZ is restricted to VFR conditions between sunrise and sunset.

            (a) LZ Boondocker is an open area 250 by 300 feet contained inside the 3d Marine Regiment's day movement course.  The LZ is approximately 350 meters southeast of the 3d Marines Training Facility, building 1020.  This LZ is used as a tactical landing zone for troop inserts/extracts and SPIE/rappelling/fast rope.  External or ordnance helicopter lifts will not permitted due to road crossings, proximity to power lines south and west of the LZ, and the containment of residential and industrial areas within the ordnance safety area.  This LZ is intended for use by 1st MAW, ASE helicopters only. Utilization of this LZ by any other organization must first be requested and approved in writing by MCBH, AC/S, G‑3.

            (b) Aircraft generated noise and its effect on the residents of both MCBH and surrounding community and effects on the endangered water birds in the adjacent Nu'upia Ponds WMA are of great concern.  LZ Boondocker usage must be coordinated and conducted so as to avoid adverse public reaction. Use of LZ Boondocker will be tempered by operational training necessity.
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            (c) Liaison/coordination will be accomplished prior to the use of LZ Boondocker in accordance with MCAFO P3710.1b.

        (3) LZ Eagle.  LZ Eagle is a large, open field approximately 150 meters by 100 meters in size located adjacent to Ft. Hase beach and south of Ulupa'u Crater.  It is bounded north and east by paved roads, west by family housing, and southeast by a drainage ditch.

            (a) Obstacles.  Two‑story family housing forms the northwest boundary of the LZ. Three 30' streetlights (no wires) along the road form the north west boundary.  One 50' telephone pole (no wires) is approximately 50 meters northeast of the LZ. Numerous obstacles between the beach and the road forming the southeast boundary are all less than 20' in height.  One 3' pipe is extending out of the ground approximately 30' into the LZ from the southeastern boundary.

            (b) Approaches and departures for this LZ are prohibited from flying over family housing.  This LZ is utilized for special events only and usage of it requires CG, MCBH approval.  Requests must be submitted to MCBH, AC/S, G‑3.  Use of the LZ Eagle is not intended for routine use. PMO must be notified of the use of this LZ for traffic control purposes.  Road guards must be provided by the requesting unit. Refer to MCAFO P3710.lB for responsibilities of all agencies.

        (4) ZZ Rivera.  LZ Rivera is on the Kaneohe Bay Range Training Facility on R‑5.  This LZ allows for day and night operations, HRST training, and external lifts.  Known distance sustainment level training must be completed on R‑1 before this LZ will be opened.  AC/S, G‑3 will coordinate with the range for any requests to use this LZ.  Center grid for this LZ is 319 728 (WGS 84).

    i.  Dewey Square. Ceremonies conducted at Dewey Square require a Training Area Request (TAR) submitted to AC/S, G‑3 MCBH NLT ten (10) working days prior to the event. AC/S, G‑3 will coordinate quiet hours with MCAF and AC/S, G‑4, Facilities. The requesting unit must coordinate with PMO to place road guards and safety cones.  For all ceremonies, road guards are the responsibility of the requesting unit and must be positioned outside building 216, on the street outside building 216, outside building 215, on the street outside building 215, at the intersection of Mokapu Road and "E" Street, and at the intersection of 5th Street and Dewey Square.
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Road guards are placed to stop all vehicular and pedestrian traffic.  If ceremonies are conducted outside of Dewey Square, units must still coordinate (phone call or email) with G‑3 and PMO with details of event.

2.  MCAF Controlled Training Areas.  For a complete description of the rules governing MCAF controlled training areas, see reference (a), the MCAF Air Operations Manual.

    a.  Helicopter Landing Areas.  Authorized helicopter landing areas within the flight line property aboard MCBH are listed below.  Helicopter landings at any other location must have prior approval of Airfield Operations. Requests, via the appropriate chain of command, should arrive at MCAF Airfield Operations at least 5 working days prior to usage.

        (1) West Field.  West Field is the helicopter operating area linked to, and northwest of runway 04/22.  This area contains helicopter parking areas, a troop cargo staging area, an external pickup and hover pad, an ordnance assembly building, a tactical Airfield Fuel Dispensing System unit, a Craft Landing Zone (CLZ) for Landing Craft Air‑Cushioned (LCAC) aircraft, and corresponding taxiways.  A simulated ship deck oriented 040/220 degrees magnetic is painted at the north end for helicopter Field Carrier Landing Practice training.  West Field operations are closed to nonessential aircraft when utilized for ordnance loading/staging.

        (2) Hangar 101 Helipad.  Helicopter landing pad 101 is located in the southeast corner of the mat adjacent to and east of hangar 101 for use by tenant squadrons.

        (3) Pad Seven.  Pad Seven is the general ramp area marked by a Maltese cross located south of FOXTROT taxiway and west of and adjacent to Runway 04, northwest of the Combat Aircraft Loading Area (GALA).

    b.  Drop Zones (DZ).  Request for use of any DZ will be submitted to the Commanding Officer, MCAF via MCBH, AC/S, G‑3.  DZ Kane is located on the northeast end of the runway.  DZ Shark is located in the water off the southwest end of the runway.  All use must be consistent with MCAFO P3710.1b.
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3.  3D Marines Controlled Training Areas

    a.  Training Set Fire Observation (TSFO).  The TSFO simulator is located in bldg. 243.  This is a digital computer based trainer that realistically simulates the visual effects of supporting arms fire on targets and terrain features projected on a classroom screen.  The TSFO may be requested by calling (808) 257‑3550.

    b.  Combined Arms Staff Trainer (CAST).  The CAST is located in building 6036. The CAST system incorporates a 400‑square foot simulated battlefield where commanders and staff officers can exercise combined arms and maneuver integration during multi‑phase operations lasting several hours or days.  The CAST also has one classroom, but will be first priority for CAST training purposes. The CAST also houses the Dragon Simulator.  The CAST may be requested by calling (808) 257‑3550. A Training Request Form is shown in figure 2‑4.

    c.  Precision Gunnery Training System (PGTS).  The PGTS is a crew portable trainer that simulates the sights, controls, switches, and indicators of the TOW II weapon system.  The PGTS may be requested by contacting CVIC.

    d.  Indoor Simulated Marksmanship Trainer (ISMT).  The ISMT is a digital computer based trainer that realistically simulates the visual effects of direct fire weapons on targets and terrain features projected in a virtual reality format. The ISMT can simulate 9mm pistol, M‑16A2 rifle, M249 SAW, shotgun, 60mm mortar, 81mm mortar, M203 Grenade Launcher, M240G, SMAW, AT‑4, .50cal, and Mk‑19.  The ISMT also maintains the Combat Decision Range (CDR). The CDR tests a Squad Leader's decision‑making ability in a realistic format by processing a multitude of information and deciding which actions to take via a computer.  Maps, slides with sound, and a running video are shown to enhance the realistic effect.  Reporting procedures and issuing orders to Team Leaders are also exercised.  Scenarios for the CDR last 10‑20 minutes long, depending on decisions made by the trainee. The ISMT also has a classroom which seats 50 personnel and must be reserved. Scheduling Authority for the ISMT is 3D Marines, phone number 257‑2440.
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2002.  LOCAL DIRECTIVES.  BaseO P3574.6, Standing Operating Procedures for the Range Training Facility and BaseO P5500.15A Base Regulations establish policies and procedures concerning off-limits area, safety regulation, authorized weapons for the qualification courses, and combat ranges located aboard MCBH.  Training conducted aboard the Base, especially training which may have impact on environmentally sensitive areas, must be conducted in accordance with BaseO 5420.1 Environmental Impact Review.  Environmentally sensitive areas aboard MCBH are depicted in figure 2-5.  All MCBH units are on distribution for Base) P3574.6.  If additional copies are desired, commanders should increase their allowances.

  SAFETY REQUIREMENTS.  Using units are responsible for following appropriate orders and regulations pertaining to the safe conduct of each training evolution. At a minimum, each using unit will conduct pre and post training inspections of the facilities; conduct "line‑outs" before vacating a range to ensure ammunition accountability; ensure the presence of an officer/SNCOIC at training and a safety officer/SNCO, designated in writing; ensure the presence of a military vehicle specifically designated for emergency medical use only; ensure the presence of at least one corpsman for every 40 Marines conducting training; and will be thoroughly familiar with all weapons, equipment, and devices and their proper use per applicable Marine Corps orders, Base orders, and directives.

2004.

MAINTENANCE REQUIREMENTS

1.  The MCBH, AC/S, G‑3 will ensure the maintenance and safe operating condition of those courses and facilities under their respective control; and will coordinate with other base and tenant organizations to ensure all related facilities are safe, well‑maintained, and in serviceable condition for training.  MCBH, AC/S, G‑3 will conduct random inspections on a monthly

basis to ensure safe operating conditions are maintained, and will coordinate with the Base Safety Officer for quarterly joint inspections of all courses and facilities.  Results of these inspections will be provided to the MCBH, AC/S, G‑3 no later than 24 hour q following their completion.

2.  A checklist (figure 2‑6) will be utilized by the AC/S, G‑3, MCBH during inspections to record all discrepancies on the grounds or facilities. Discrepancies include, but are not limited to, over‑grown vegetation which reduces necessary visibility for safe use of an event; rocks, concrete, trash or other items which may result in injury to individual Marines as they conduct training; loose or broken portions of obstacles or other facilities; and frayed or broken ropes.  Assessment of the facilities are subjective; however, any potentially unsafe  condition will be considered as a discrepancy, and will be noted and corrected prior to its use.  Using units are encouraged to point out any and all discrepancies immediately.  An unsafe

obstacle will not, of itself, prevent use of the remaining facilities.  Still, the specific obstacle or event will not be used until the discrepancy is corrected and certified safe by both the using command and the designated representative from AC/S, G‑3, MCBH.

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3.  The designated Safety Officer/SNCO will have no other duties other than observing training and ensuring safe practices are maintained throughout scheduled use of the facilities.  If a situation occurs requiring a corpsman not to be present for a training evolution, training for the corresponding supported Marines will be stopped until the corpsman is replaced.  Failure

to meet the safety requirements detailed above will lead to cancellation of scheduled training. 

4.  The Base Safety Officer will conduct quarterly safety inspections of all base training facilities in order to ensure that they are in compliance with all safety regulations.

5.  General maintenance activities of MCBH training areas will be by the scheduling authority.  The following minimum requirements will be accomplished during designated maintenance periods: 

    a.  Grass and weeds will be cut at least two times per month, or more often if required to ensure safe course operation.  Removal of vegetation will be to that extent necessary to ensure good visibility of all obstacles, confidence events and course areas in order to prevent injury to personnel conducting training.

    b.  Each course/facility will be cleared weekly of debris (e.g. rocks, loose pieces of concrete, bottles, cans, trash, etc.)

    c.  Repairs (e.g. replacing ropes, tightening bolts, etc.) will be coordinated by the AC/S, G‑3, MCBH depending upon the course or facility.

2005.  ENVIRONMENTAL REQUIREMENTS

1.  Training exercises not addressed in previous Environmental Assessments will not be permitted.

    a.  Changes in type or intensity of training will require environmental review by the Base Environmental Department prior to implementation.

    b.  Activities (i.e., amphibious landings, beach assaults) shall be confined within delineated boundaries.

    c.  Damage to trees, shrubbery, and beach foliage shall be avoided wherever possible.
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CHAPTER 3

MARINE CORPS TRAINING AREA BELLOWS (MCTAB)
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MARINE CORPS TRAINING AREA BELLOWS

3000.  PURPOSE.   This chapter establishes policies, procedures and responsibilities for control and use of all training areas within MCTAB.

3001.  BACKGROUND.  On 1 October 1999, the U.S. Air Force (15th Air Base Wing) transferred approximately 1,045 acres of Bellows Air Force Station to the Marine Corps Base Hawaii (MCBH).  This acreage includes the area around the former USAF communications site, and excludes the area that was previously identified as Training Area 4, which was transferred to the State of Hawaii.

While retaining the recreational area and Tinker Road, the Air Force transfer of all training areas to MCBH cancels all previous regulations pertaining to training aboard Bellows.  MCBH assumes responsibility for land use, environmental stewardship, training activities, scheduling and maintenance associated with the training areas.

3002.
  INFORMATION.  This SOP provides a brief description of the available training areas, allowable training, scheduling authority, restraints arid maintenance of facilities.  It is the responsibility of each unit commander to ensure that training is conducted in accordance with Marine Corps or service‑specific orders, standards and procedures.  Each unit commander will

ensure all personnel are familiar with the contents of this SOP and its references.  Using units will strictly adhere to the prescribed procedures when scheduling and using MCTAB.

3003.  RESPONSIBILITIES

1.  Assistant Chief of Staff (AC/S), G‑3, MCBH.  Responsible for scheduling and daily oversight of land use and training activities aboard MCTAB.

2.  Assistant Chief of Staff, G‑4.  Responsible for maintenance of the training areas and facilities. Additionally, the AC/S, G‑4 will provide oversight of environmental program management for MCTAB and, when required, recommend appropriate changes to training practices in order to preclude potential environmental damage.

3.  Base Safety Officer.  Responsible for conducting monthly inspections of all MCTAB training areas and facilities.  The Base Safety Officer will provide a copy of inspection findings to the AC/S, G‑3 for corrective action.
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4.  Provost Marshal.  Responsible for the physical security of MCTAB.  Conducts coordination, as appropriate, with Detachment 1, 15th SPTG, Security and the Honolulu Police Department in order meet security requirements. 

5.  Using Unit Commanders:

    a.  Ensure that all subordinate units utilizing MCTAB review this SOP and familiarize t:iemselves with all directives pertaining to the type of training to be conducted.

3004.

Training

1.  Requests to use MCTAB must be scheduled and coordinated through AC/S, G‑3. TAR's (Figure 5‑1) are available at G‑3, MCBH, building #216 phone (808) 257‑8818/8819. The training areas consist of approximately 1045 acres designated for amphibious, air and ground maneuver training. Units may utilize the designated training area(s) for the following:

2.  Landing of amphibious vehicles on the beach are authorized within Training Area 1 and subsequent inland movement of vehicles and troops by prescribed routes to Training Areas 2 and 3 (Figure 3‑1).
3.  Helicopter/heliborne training is authorized within Training Areas 2 and 3 Training includes assault landings, low‑level flight training, SPIE, rappel and HST training. Helicopters will only land/take off from designated Landing Zones (LZs), and will strictly adhere to the flight pattern prescribed in Figure 3‑2.
4.  Small unit offensive and defensive tactics, land navigation, patrolling, limited blank firing, and non‑firing artillery range standard operating procedures (RSOP) exercises may be conducted in Training Areas 2 and 3.

5.  Command post exercises may be conducted in all training areas.

6.  Motor vehicle operators training may be conducted in Training Areas 1, 2 and 3.

7.  The primary purpose of this area is for training. Priority will be given to training exercises over functions or events that are administrative in nature.

3005.

Training Area Restrictions and Limitations.

1.  Training Area 1 is closed from 1200 Friday to 0800 Monday in order to allow public access and use of the beach. This closure is also effective on designated State and Federal holidays (Table 3‑1).  Paragraph 2, Special Provisions of Table 3‑1 also identifies additional public access periods predicated by holidays.  Training Areas 2 and 3 may be used on weekends and

holidays for ground maneuver training only. Requests for helicopter support to troop movements during weekends and holidays will be considered‑on a case-by-case basis.

2.  Environmental and Archaeological Restrictions:

    a.  MCTAB contains numerous environmentally sensitive areas.  The Marine Corps is legally responsible for ensuring that cultural and natural resources are protected and preserved.  Figure 3-3 depicts environmentally sensitive sites aboard MCTAB where training is restricted or prohibited.

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    b.  Training activities that fall outside the scope of the "Final Environmental Impact Statement, Land Use and Development Plan for Bellows Air Force Station" of December 1995 are not permitted at MCTAB.

    c.  Digging and other disturbances of ground surface and/or subsurface are limited to six {6} inches.

    d.  Waimanalo Stream is designated as a Fish and Wildlife Conservation Area and is an established wildlife sanctuary.  No training is allowed within or adjacent to Waimanalo Stream in order to safeguard human health and prevent interference with environmental restoration initiatives.

    e.  Cutting of any trees or tree limbs is prohibited.

    f.  Use of detergents or chemicals is not allowed.  Cleaning or maintenance of motor vehicles or machinery is prohibited in all training areas.

    g.  Any accidental fuel spills or other HAZMAT‑related incidents, must be immediately reported to PMO, MCBH at 257​7114/2103.  PMO will initiate HAZMAT response procedures and coordinate with AC/S, G‑3 and the Environmental Department.  Containment, clean up and reporting of HAZMAT‑related incidents will be performed in accordance with EPA, DoD, and USMC procedures and directives.


h.  No hunting or recreational off‑road vehicular traffic is

allowed. 




      i.  Should a monk seal or sea turtle be discovered "beached" within Training Area #1, all activity in the immediate vicinity must cease.  Unit will immediately contact MCBH Environmental Dept. at 257‑6920 or PMO at 257‑7114. Disturbing, touching or harassing an endangered species is a violation of Federal law.

3.  Weapons: Under no circumstances is live‑fire training permitted aboard MCTAB.  Restrictions on specific training areas for the use of blank ammunition and pyrotechnics are:

    a.  Training Area 1 is a non‑firing area.  Firing of blank ammunition and (limited) pyrotechnics is permitted in Training Areas 2 and 3.

    b.  Only blank ammunition 5.56 and 7.62 caliber is permitted.  Blank firing will begin NET 0700 and terminate by 2200, Monday through Thursday and 0700‑1200 on Friday. Blank firing is not permitted on weekends or holidays in any training
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area.
  All expended brass/links must be retrieved prior to departing the training areas.

    c.  Use of smoke grenades is permitted Training Areas 2 and 3. In order to preclude a range fire, smoke grenades will be employed in an appropriate containment device (i.e., empty ammunition can).

    d.  Artillery simulators with a Net Explosive Weight exceeding .1320 are prohibited. Artillery simulators may be employed only in Training Areas 2 and 3. These devices may only be used 0800‑1800 Monday ‑ Thursday and 0800‑1200 on Fridays.

    e.  Use of any type of "tear" or "riot control" prohibited.

    f.  All other blank ammunition and pyrotechnic devices may be approved by the AC/S, G‑3, MCBH on a case‑by‑case basis. Units will list all proposed devices on the TAR.

4.  Amphibious and Tactical Vehicle Operations:

    a.  Tactical vehicles are not authorized on Tinker Road beyond the USAF recreational area gate adjacent to Waimanalo Stream.  The only exceptions are: 1) when the Unit Commander or OIC must conduct coordination with USAF Security personnel in Bldg #515, or 2) onloading/offloading required equipment for unit sponsored events in reserved USAF recreational areas (with prior coordination made with USAF Security Detachment personnel).  Tactical vehicles are not permitted in the Bellows Exchange Parking lot.  Tactical vehicles may park in the training areas and individuals may proceed on foot into the recreational facility grounds.

    b.  Wheeled vehicles are allowed on Tinker Road; tracked vehicles are not. Vehicles entering into Training Areas 2 and 3 will use the unpaved road bordering Waimanalo Stream (Figure 3‑1).  All tracked vehicles must cross Tinker Road at the designated crossing points (grids 4QFJ 337629 and 341619) and employ dunnage IOT preclude damage to the road.

    c.  The speed limit for all tactical vehicles is fifteen (15) miles per hour. Only the Motor Vehicle Operator's School (MVOS) may exceed this limit during scheduled training. All vehicles will remain on existing roads, trails and tarmac in Training Areas 2 and 3. Tracked vehicles will not pivot‑steer on improved surfaces (roads, tarmac) IOT preclude surface damage. Within Training Area 1, all vehicles will use the existing trails to the greatest extent possible, except for MVOS during scheduled training.
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    d.  During training/exercises, Tinker Road will not be blocked for a single period greater that 15 minutes when allowing vehicles or troop formations to cross from Training Area 1 to Training Area 2/3, or vice versa. Road guards will be used on both sides of the crossing point(s).  If Tinker Road must be blocked for 15 minutes, the closure will be followed by a 10 minute period of open access IOT allow vehicles to proceed to/from the USAF recreational area.

    e.  During amphibious landings (or withdrawals), all waterborne vehicles/craft will remain within the surveyed portion of the beach identified in figure 3-4 when conducting ship to shore movement. The using unit is required to provide Initial Terminal Guidance.

    f.  The security of vehicles is the responsibility of the unit conducting the training.

    g.  Until otherwise directed, buildings 700 and 701 (the former USAF Communications Site) located in Training Area 2, is off‑limits except for CG MCBH‑directed events and U.S. Army National Guard use.

    h.  At the termination of a training exercise, the beach sand will be recovered to its original condition by the using unit.  Tracked vehicles must drag the beach sand to return the beach to its original condition.

    i.  Conditioning hikes and physical training (PT) formations are prohibited along Tinker Road and in recreation areas at all times, except:

        (1) Units hiking to/from MCTAB may march in a double column along one shoulder of Tinker Road between Kalanianiole Highway and the training area. They must be at least two (2) feet off the paved surface, operate with posted road guards, and yield to vehicular traffic.

  Fire and Safety Precautions

1.  The nearest fire station to MCTAB is the Honolulu City and County station located a short distance west of the Bellows main gate on Kalanianaole Highway.  The nearest medical facility is Castle Medical Center, 640 Ulukahiki Street, Kailua, phone 263​ 5500.

2.  Fire prevention is the responsibility of the using unit commander.  In the event of a fire:

    c.  Notify AC/S, G-3, MCBH Staff Duty Officer, or PMO at 257-8818/8820, 257‑1824 or 257‑7114.
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3.  Units shall take all reasonable precautions to prevent fires.  Open fires are not permitted.

4.  Upon completion of each exercise, remove all communications wire, trip wires, and other materials and refuse used during training.

5.  Do not leave any expended/unexpended blank or simulated ordnance.  It is the responsibility of the using unit commander to ensure that all training materials are removed from the training areas after each exercise. Immediately notify MCBH Provost Marshal at (808)257-7114/3818 if any explosive ordnance item is discovered during an exercise.

6.  Each unit is required to have a safety vehicle and a corpsman/medic on site during training.

3007.  General Area Regulations

1.  Grounds Maintenance and Trash Removal:

    a.  The using unit commander will immediately report any damage caused by personnel, vehicles or helicopters to the AC/S, G‑3.  Units will make best effort to repair all damage to MCTAB property within three (3) working days. Coordination will be made with either the AC/S, G‑3 or G‑4 to inspect the repairs.

    b.  Units are responsible for policing the training area(s) used; i.e. collection  and disposal of trash and training materials.  Training refuse and materials will not be buried in any training area or deposited in the trash containers located within Training Area 1.  AC/S, G‑3 will inspect all training areas every Friday morning; if refuse is discovered, the last using unit(s) will be recalled to clean‑up the area.  Those units not resident to MCBH will coordinate an inspection with the G-3 prior to the unit departing MCTAB.

    c.  The digging and use of slit trenches and cat holes is prohibited. MCBH will provide a total of twelve (12) port‑a‑jons in Training Area 2 and six (6) in Training Area 3.  Training personnel will make maximum use of these port‑a‑jons and the permanent facilities located in Training Area 1.  Using units will also be responsible for the police of the permanent head facilities in Training Area 1 upon the conclusion of training.
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    d.  Semiannually, the AC/S, G‑3 will schedule a 3 to 5 day maintenance period IOT conduct a thorough clean up of all training areas.  Tenant commands aboard MCBH will be tasked to provide personnel and equipment to support the clean up.

3008.
  Areas Off‑limits

1.  Under no circumstances will training units enter or disturb the following areas: USAF recreational area, Building number 700, 701, Bellows dormitory compound, Waimanalo Stream, State of Hawaii or private property and areas identified in Figure 3‑3.

2.  Personnel engaged in a training activity will remain within their designated training area(s).

3.  A 100‑meter wide buffer zone is established along the perimeter of Training Areas 2 and 3 to mitigate the effects of noise on adjacent communities and business establishments.  This buffer zone is "off limits."

4.  Personnel, vehicles and aircraft will not come closer than 50 meters to Building 700 and 701 in Training Area 2.

3009.  Agreement with the City and County of Honolulu.  See Table 3‑1 concerning the land use agreement with the City and County of Honolulu.

3010.  Helicopter Operations.  Commanding Officers of aviation units will ensure compliance with the following requirements, restrictions, and limitations as described below:

1.  Commanding Officers are responsible for the conduct of safe flight operations.

2.  Requests to conduct flight operations/training will be submitted to the AC/S G-3, MCBH at least two working days in advance.  The G-3 will notify Detachment 1, 15th SPTG, Bellows of all flight operations 24 hours in advance.

3.  Helicopter operations are limited to the following schedule: Monday through Thursday from 0700 to 2200 and Fridays from 0700 to 1200.  Requests to conduct helicopter operations on holidays, weekends or during times outside the limits stated above, may be approved by the AC/S, G‑3 on a case‑by‑case basis following coordination with PAO, MCBH and Detachment 1, 15th SPTG.

4.  Helicopter operations will be limited to the following approved Landing Zones (LZs):
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    a.  LZ GULL

grids: 4QFJ 33006340 ‑ 33296365

    b.  LZ OWL

grids: 4QFJ 33336241 ‑ 33606278

    c.  LZ HAWK

grids: 4QFJ 33396213 ‑ 33766185
5.  Ingress and egress for all helicopters is seaward, and within the confines of Training Area 1.  Designated ingress altitude is 500 feet AGL; designated egress altitude is 300 feet AGL.  Additionally, helicopters must stay within the confines of Training Areas 2 and 3. Over‑flights of adjacent areas are not authorized.

6.  Special Visual Flight Restrictions (SVFR) are not authorized.

7.  No more than four helicopters may operate within MCTAB at any one time.

8.  Except in an emergency, helicopter rotors will not be disengaged or engines shut down.  Helicopters will not be left unattended at any time.

9.  Two minutes prior to going "feet dry" over Training Area 1, the pilot, Section or Division leader will notify "Bellows Control" (274.9) with unit call sign, LZ(s) to be used and the estimated time the aircraft will be within MCTAB.

10.  It is recommended that units not resident to MCBH employ a Forward Air 3ontroller (FAC), Air Liaison Officer (ALO) or personnel to provide Initial Terminal Guidance (ITG) to control helicopters within MCTAB.  FAC, ALO or ITG teams will be responsible for:

    a.  Conducting a visual inspection of the operating area and LZ(s) to determine if conditions are safe for helicopter training.

    b.  Establishing radio communications and provide: estimated wind direction and velocity; and wave-off/abort if a hazardous situation develops.

11.  Every effort will be made to maximize safety and minimize noise (rotor) and other disturbances to the surrounding military and civilian community.
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3011.  Reporting Procedures

1.  The Commanding General, Marine Corps Base Hawaii (AC/S, G‑3), is the final approval authority for all training conducted at MCTAB.  Units must have a Marine Corps Base Hawaii Training Area (TAR) Request Form approved prior to training aboard MCTAB (Figure 5‑1).

2.  Information on TAR must be clearly written and specific, i.e.  list all blank ammo/pyrotechnics, vehicles, aircraft, equipment, type of training being conducted, etc.

3.  Prior to commencement of training, an officer or SNCO from the training unit will report to G-3 Training to sign for the training area(s) and receive pertinent information updates.  The same individual will return to G-3 Training at the conclusion of training.  Additionally, when the unit arrives/departs MCTAB, a representative will check in/out with Detachment 1, 15th SPTG (Building number 515).

LETTER OF AGREEMENT

BETWEEN

COMMANDING GENERAL, MARINE CORPS BASE HAWAII

SUBJECT: INTERSERVICE TRANSFER OF REAL PROPERTY: PORTION OF BELLOWS AIR FORCE STATION, OAHU, HAWAII

1.  Purpose.  This Letter of Agreement (LOA) establishes the terms and conditions under which the parties have agreed, subject to approval by both the Secretary of the Air Force and Secretary of the Navy, to transfer a portion of Bellows Air Force Station from the Department of the Air Force to the Department of the Navy.

2.  Reference. 10 USC 2571, Interchange of Property and Services, as amended.

3.  Issue: In the interest of improved operations and real property management, the parties desire to effect a transfer of real property at Bellows Air Force Station effective upon both Service Secretaries' approval.

4.  Scope.  This agreement addresses the following:

    a. Real Property (land, facilities, environmental compliance)

    b.  Miscellaneous, Crossing of Tinker Road with Heavy Equipment, Security Support, Stream Cleaning

5. Understandings, agreements, support and resource requirements pertaining to real property:

    a.  The Air Force will transfer approximately 1,058 acres of property, by DD Form 1354, the real property on the USAF Real Property Inventory for that portion of Bellows Air Force Station, including land, facilities and other improvements to the Department of the Navy.

    b.  The Navy/Marine Corps will outgrant (by permit) to the Air Force for a four‑year term, renewable for additional five‑year terms subject to the Navy's standard utilization of real property regulations, right of way authority for existing utility systems which service Bellows Air Force Station.

    c.  The Air Force will continue to own and utilize the adjacent real property (approximately 274 acres) as Bellows Air Force Station.

    d.  The Department of the Navy/United States Marine Corps will clean and maintain those portions of the streams on USMC property, subject to adequate funding.

    e.
 The Security Post at the main entrance along Kalanianaole Highway will continue to be manned by the Air Force.  At such time that the proposed Air Force Declaration of Excess of this particular property is completed, and the Air Force no longer owns subject property, the Air Force Security Post will fall back to a position at the boundary of the Marine Corps property (adjacent to subject conveyed property), to a facility furnished by the Marine Corps and provide security from that point. The facility furnished by the Marine Corps will be of construction

equivalent to the current facility at Kalanianaole Highway entrance, including permanent electrical power, potable water for drinking and window air conditioner, as a minimum.

    f.  The Marine Corps will take special care in crossings of Tinker Road with heavy equipment.  The Marine Corps will identify two sites for construction of concrete crossings.  The Air Force will complete construction of one crossing and the Marine Corps will be responsible for construction of the other concrete crossing. Funding issues will be expedited by each service in turn.  Any damage to Tinker Road caused by the Marine Corps wilt be promptly repaired by the Marine Corps or funds made available to the Air Force to make such repairs.  In addition, the Marine Corps will inform the Air Force of scheduled amphibious operations that require the temporary closure of Tinker Road. Closures is ., , usually not exceed 30 minutes and are required to allow unobstructed movement of tactical vehicles and personnel from the beach to inland training areas and to preclude damage to POVs or injury to personnel transiting Tinker Road.

    g.  The Marine Corps and Air Force have estimated environmental clean‑up of the transfer property to be 530M.  The Marine Corps and Air Force have agreed to accomplish the task on a fifty‑fifty split. Headquarters Marine Corps, Installations and Logistics (HQMC/LFL) and the Air Force, Chief, Environmental Division (AF/ILEV) will establish a funding profile agreement that will be attached to the transfer documentation.

6.  The Air Force and Marine Corps are in agreement that there are no outstanding issues


currently identified relating to the transfer of subject property.  Any changes, modifications, or amendments to this LOA shall be in writing and subject to the approval of both parties.

7.  Effective date.  This agreement is effective upon approval of the transfer of a portion of Bellows Air Force Station by both the Secretary of the Air Force and the Secretary of the Navy. Should the transfer be disapproved by the Secretary of the Air Force and/or the Secretary of the Navy, this agreement shall be null and void.

  SCHEDULING, RULES, AND RESTRICTIONS

1.  Safety and Scheduling

    a.  All USA ranges on Oahu are governed by 25th ID(L) & USARHAW Regulation 210‑6, dated 23 March 1999.

    b.  Ranges, maneuver areas, and air spaces for PTA is governed by 25th ID(L) & USARHAW Regulation 210‑11.  Information concerning the operational, administrative, and logistical functioning is contained in the PTA SOP.

2.  The following publications should be on‑hand at all live fire ranges. 25th ID(L) & USARHAW Regulation 210‑6, Army Regulation 385‑63, and associated technical manuals and field manuals that pertain to the weapon system(s) being fired.

3.  Range training and maneuver areas are scheduled 3 months in advance at the Range Control Resource Scheduling Conference, normally held every six weeks at Schofield Range Control or the Chapel Annex (building 791).  Each organization/activity is designated a priority which is exercised prior to and during the conference.  USMC units currently receive priority after all 25th ID units and any other active duty units.  The co‑use of ranges/training areas may also be coordinated at this conference.  Reservations should be confirmed 3 days prior of use to identify potential scheduling conflicts or unscheduled range closure.

4001.  DESCRIPTION.  25th ID(L) & USARHAW maintains and supervises the construction of multiple training facilities.  Use of these facilities are limited only by the training manager's imagination. The following information is provided to help users plan their training.  For maps of the following

training areas, contact Schofield Range Control Scheduling, at 655‑4892.

1.  Schofield Training Area

    a.  Location.  The Schofield Training Area is centrally located on Oahu, on the eastern slope of the Waianae Mountain Range.  The installation extends eastwards from the ridgeline to Kaukonahua Road.
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    b.  Access.  The Schofield Training Area can be reached from the Schofield Barracks Cantonment Area by several roads and by Kolekole Pass Road.  The range is bisected by Kolekole Pass Roads which crosses over the ridgeline and passes through Naval Magazine Lualualei.  Numerous jeep trails and unimproved roads extend throughout the maneuver area, ranges, and around the impact area.  Designated helicopter landing zones are located throughout the area.

    c.  Real Estate.  The Schofield Training Area totals 7,228 acres and consists of 6,799 acres of fee and ceded land and 429 leased acres.  The Schofield Barracks Cantonment Area contains another 2,187 acres.

    d.  Surrounding Land Use.  The upper portions of the training area lie within a conservation district which is called the Schofield Barracks Forest Reserve.  The conservation district extends to the northwest and south of the training area.  The remaining training lands are included in the central Oahu agricultural district.  Most of the district is used for growing pineapple. Urban districts adjacent to the training area include the Schofield Barracks developed area, Wheeler AFB, and Wahiawa.

    e.  Terrain.  The Schofield Training Area is in a large valley, with a ridgeline along the north, west, and southwest boundaries.  The valley faces east and extends into the central Schofield saddle.  The majority of the site is of moderate slope, however, much of this is included in the central impact area. Beyond the impact area to the west and southwest, the land rises steeply and is not considered usable for maneuvers. The steep area is used as a safety zone for the impact area.  The ridge of the Waianae Mountain Range is the highest point on Oahu, Mount Ka'ala, which has an elevation of over 4,000 feet Mean Sea level (MSL).  The elevation of the maneuver area varies between 800 and 1,400 feet MSL.  Vegetation varies from heavy woods on the steeper western slopes to open grassland in the impact and range area.  Two thickly wooded gullies cut through the impact area. Two archaeological sites have been found within the range area, but they are not considered suitable for preservation.

    f.  Training.  The Schofield Training Area is dominated by the 2,800-acre range and impact area.  The ranges lie along the eastern and southern boundary of the impact area.  Areas suitable for infantry maneuvers which total approximately 1,200
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acres exist to the northeast and south of the impact area.  The remaining 3,300 acres to the west of the impact area are not suitable for maneuver training.  The southern parcel is characterized by folded terrain with steep slopes cutting the training area into several compartments.  The northern parcel is relatively flat and suitable for essentially the same maneuver training as the southern parcel.

    g.  Restrictions.  The Schofield Training Area is not restricted by the use of agreements and exercises can be conducted 7 days a week.  The major constraint is in the insufficient size of the complex.  The maximum firing distance is approximately 5 kilometers which is well below the maximum range of most artillery weapons.  Additionally, the range and firing position safety zones overlap to such an extent that many ranges cannot be used simultaneously.

    h.  Comments.  The majority of the Army and Marine Corps' requirements for firing ranges and maneuver training is accomplished at the Schofield Training Area.  Although it is centrally located on Oahu, it remains relatively isolated from civilian encroachment and should continue in use for the foreseeable future.  A disadvantage of this range is its insufficient size for effective use of artillery weapons.

2.  Pohakuloa Training Area

    a.  Location.  PTA is located on the island of Hawaii in the high saddle area between Mauna Loa, Mauna Kea, and the Hualalai Volcanic Mountains.  It extends up the lower slopes of Mauna Loa to approximately 6,800 feet in elevation and to about 9,000 feet on Mauna Kea.  The training area is about midway between Hilo, on the east coast and the Army landing site at Kawaihae Harbor.  The area is the largest DOD installation in Hawaii.
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    b.  Access.  The training site can be reached from Oahu by either military helicopter or fixed wing flights to PTA or by using commercial airlines to either Hilo or Kona.  From Hilo or Kona the site is reached by using the narrow and winding Saddle Road.  The distance is approximately 40 miles to both towns.  Saddle Road is frequently closed to the public due to poor surface conditions caused by storms and heavy military vehicles.  In preparation for large-scale training exercises at PTA, the ground forces are usually flown to Hilo and transported over Saddle Road, or transported via Navy shipping.  Supporting equipment and vehicles are transported from Oahu by Navy shipping, barges or Landing Craft Unit's to Kawaihae and driven to the site.  A tank trail parallels much of the Saddle Road.  These movements involving personnel, equipment, and light vehicles could ideally be accomplished by flying directly to PTA, however, the 3,700 foot Bradshaw Air Field runway is inadequate to accommodate larger transport aircraft such as Air Force C-141s.

    c.  Real Estate.  PTA consists of 108,863 acres, of which 24,048 are leased by the Army from the State of Hawaii. The remaining land is ceded and includes the impact area, range areas, a portion of the west maneuver area and the support complex.

    d.  Surrounding Land Use.  Pohakuloa and much of the land surrounding it is designated a conservation district.  This district overlaps both state and privately owned land and includes three mountains and the central saddle area.  With the exception of PTA, this land is not being used.  The lands at lower elevations are designated agricultural and are used for cattle grazing. Only a small amount of land, nearest the north coast is being used for sugarcane.  The majority of grazing land is privately owned, however some state land is leased for this purpose as well.  Urban areas of Hilo, Kona, and Waiamea are the closest developed areas to the training site.

    e.  Terrain

        (1) The physical geography of Pohakuloa is deceptive in terms of training suitability.  Almost the entire site is level or gently sloping, uninhabited, and having few trees or deep gullies to inhibit training. Nevertheless, a large percentage of it is not ideal for maneuver training due to the rough lava flows that cover much of the surface area.  Cinder cone hills or pu'u, products of the latest eruption activity on Mauna Kea, are
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found in the northern part of the installation and are surrounded by more recent lava flows from Mauna Loa.  These recent flows (less than 200 years) are the most notable features of the central and southern landscape and together with the northern flows cover approximately 300 of the training area. Recent lava flows surround and contrast with islands of vegetation called kipukas.  The two types of lava found throughout Hawaii, pahoehoe and 'a'a, are surfaces that can be traversed on foot for short distances.  The rough 'a'a, however, are jagged, slag‑like piles of impassable material for longer distances.

        (2) A critical habitat exists in the northeastern portion of the site for the endangered Palila bird.  This area can be used for limited training with restrictions on numbers of troops and types of weapons fired.  Another area to the northwest is presently being investigated for the possible presence of endangered plant species.  Both environmentally sensitive areas would otherwise be excellent for maneuver training.  Vegetation throughout the site varies from open sparse grasslands and low scrub growth to open mamane forests with small shrubs.

    f.  Training

        (1) As the largest training area in Hawaii, Pohakuloa can be used to accomplish nearly all of the varying types of training required by military forces.  PTA has a 51,000-acre impact area, which is over 10 times the size of the one at Schofield Barracks.  There are approximately 32,000 acres free of recent flows and are considered fully usable for large troop maneuver exercises.  This area is more than twice the 14,000 acres of similar training land on all of Oahu.  The impact area is surrounded on the north by several ranges and designated firing points for artillery.  A support area of 600 acres containing logistic and administrative facilities plus quarters for approximately 2,000 troops is located to the north at the base of Mauna Kea.

        (2) The ranges at PTA include moving targets, fire and maneuver, machine gun, anti-tank, grenade, demolition and other small arms ranges.  The artillery firing points allow all of the Army's and Marine Corps' weapons to be fired at a variety of targets.  The impact area is also used for aerial bombardment by the Navy, Marine Corps, and Air Force.
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    g.  Restrictions.  The major restrictions to training at PTA are the presence of the lava flows and environmentally sensitive areas (endangered plants).  Weather conditions are generally conducive for training activities, however, fog often prevents helicopters from using the runway.  The use of the area is also restricted by the cost of transporting troops, equipment, and vehicles from Oahu.  Because of this, Army and Marine Corps exercises are few in number and last for several weeks.

3.  Kahuku Training Area

    a.  Location.  The Kahuku Training Area is located on the slopes of the northern end of the Ko'olau Mountain Range, on Oahu, approximately 18 road miles from Schofield Barracks.  The southern portion of the area lies adjacent to the Kawailoa Training Area.

    b.  Access.  The major access into this training area is a single paved road, which leads from Kamehameha Highway, State Route 83, to Nike Site 2. Unimproved dirt roads, hiking trails, and several designated helicopter LZs exist throughout the training area.  The site does not have beach or water access.

    c.  Surrounding Land Use.  The Ko'olau Mountain Range is designated as a conservation district for land use planning purposes.  The conservation area includes approximately one half of the Kahuku Training Area, the Kawailoa Training Area, and land to the southeast.  The remaining half of the Kahuku Training Area and adjacent land on the west, north, and east is designated an agricultural district and used for sugarcane growth.  Several areas along the coast are designated urban land with the largest town being Kahuku.

    d.  Terrain. The training site varies from gently rolling land along the northern perimeter.  The northern area contains grasslands and light brush, which becomes more tree covered as the elevation increases.  The southern portion is thickly forested and cut by many deep gullies.  The entry area is partitioned by several of these south and north oriented gullies.  The elevation ranges from approximately 400 feet along the northern and eastern boundaries to over 1,700 feet along the ridge of the Ko'olau Mountain Range which forms the southern boundary.  Steep land lies mostly to the south and accounts for approximately 57% of the entire training area.
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    e.  Restrictions.  Portions of the training area are used as motocross racing areas on weekends and holidays and are closed for training.  No training may take place within 150 meters of the Wind Turbines.

    f.  Comments.  The Kahuku Training Area is of great importance to both the Army's 25th Infantry Division and the Marines.  Kahuku Training area is the largest suitable maneuver training area on Oahu and is considered suitable for battalion level exercises which last for 3-5 days.

4.  Kawailoa Training Area

    a.  Location.  The Kawailoa Training Area is located on the northeastern slopes of the Ko'olau Mountain Range.  It is bounded on the north by the Kahuku Training Area, on the south by the Schofield East Range, on the east by the Ko'olau Mountain Range ridge and forest land and on the west by agricultural lands primarily used for growing pineapple.

    b.  Access.  Only a narrow band of land along the western border is accessible by vehicular traffic.  The training areas can be reached by several secondary and unimproved roads, which connect to State Route 99 and State Route 83.  As with the Kahuku Training area, several designated helicopter-landing areas exist throughout the training area. The nearest airfield is Wheeler AFB.

    c.  Surrounding Land Use.  The entire Kawailoa Training Site lies within the Ko'olau Mountain Range which is a conservation district.  Agricultural land borders the western boundary of the training area, is used for growing pineapple and sugarcane.  The nearest urban area is Wahiawa, which is approximately 3 miles to the southwest.

    d.  Terrain.  Approximately 900 of the training area is very rough terrain, having steep mountainous slopes bisected by deep gullies.  While the area does not have the sheer cliffs which can be found on the eastern slopes of the Ko'olau Mountain Range, it has an eroded, broken land formation crisscrossed by numerous streams.  Most of the area is impassable except by foot. The elevation ranges from over 2,800 feet MSL along the ridgeline to approximately 600 feet MSL near the northwestern boundary.  Almost the entire area is dense rain forest having 75-150 inches of rain per year.
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    e.  Training. The area is most effectively used for exercises requiring large land areas and small numbers of troops. Some examples are land navigation, long‑range patrol training, small unit tactical operations, command post displacement training, jungle warfare, helicopter landing zone establishment and coordination, and helicopter reconnaissance and low‑level flights. For scheduling purposes, the area is subdivided into seven sections, which extend westerly from the ridgeline.

    f.  Restrictions

        (1) In addition to the restrictions imposed by terrain, training is influenced by regulations restricting live fire and by the presence of archaeological sites in the training area.  Pyrotechnics are not allowed in Kawailoa Training Area.

        (2) As with the Kahuku Training Area, live firing is prohibited. Several archaeological sites have been located in the training area.  These sites do not have a significant impact upon training activities, which can be conducted 7 days a week throughout the year.

    g.  Comments.  The Kawailoa Training Area is an integral part of the island's training land despite its numerous physical restrictions.  It is valuable to the Marine Corps for jungle warfare training, squad‑level training, and low-level map of the earth helicopter movements.

5.  East Range

    a.  Location.  East Range is located in the central portion of Oahu, adjacent to the southern boundary of the Kawailoa Training Area.  It is bounded on the west by Wheeler AFB.  Schofield Barracks is approximately 2 miles to the west.

    b.  Access.  Several entrances to the training area exist along the western and northwestern boundary from Interstate H-2 and State Route 99. Internally, the western third of the area contains several paved roads leading to training sites.  However, the central third has only a few jeep trails, while the eastern most section is too restricted by terrain for vehicles to be used.  Several designated helicopter-landing zones exist throughout the training area and Wheeler AFB is immediately adjacent to the west.
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    c.  Surrounding Land Use.  The central and eastern portions of East Range are a part of the Ko'olau Mountain Range and are classified as conservation district. The Kawailoa Training Area to the north and the majority of the land to the south of this section of the East Range has this same classification.  The western third of the West Range and much of the land to the south of it are classified as an agricultural district.  The town of Wahiawa forms the northern boundary of the western third of the training area.  While this is one of only a few locations where urban and maneuver areas are adjacent, to date there has been no encroachment problem.

    d.  Terrain.  East Range is approximately 1 mile wide and 7 miles long and extends westerly from the Ko'olau Mountain Range to the Schofield plateau area.  The geography of the eastern two-thirds are identical to those of the rugged Kawailoa range to the north.  In contrast, the western portion is a relatively flat plain cut by several ravines including the Wahiawa Reservoir. Much of this portion has been cleared of forests.  Approximately 510 of the entire range is considered suitable for maneuver training.

    e.  Training.  Because of terrain constraints, the eastern portion can only be used for small unit training.  The area is divided by geographic boundaries into 17 sections, which can be used independently or in combination.

    f.  Restrictions.  The only significant restrictions which exist at East Range concern live firing and the avoidance of personnel support areas near the western boundary.  Use of blank ammunition is permitted throughout the training area except near the training area boundary adjacent to the town of Wahiawa.  The Leilehua Gold Course is located in the southwest corner of the training area and is off limits for all maneuver training.  No tactical vehicles are allowed to drive through the California Gate.  The training area can be used 7 days a week throughout the year.

6.  Makua Military Reservation

    a.  Location.  The Makua Training Area is located in the western portion of Oahu near Ka'ena Point.  The training site extends west from the Waianae Mountain Range ridgeline to the ocean, and is approximately 3 miles north of Makaha.
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    b.  Access.  State Highway 93 extends through the site along the shoreline and ends at the northern boundary of the site.  The site approximately 18 miles from Schofield Barracks via Kolekole Pass Road. A helicopter-landing site exists along the area near the coast.  The beach has also been used by the Marine Corps for amphibious assault.  operations. However, there are no piers or waterfront facilities in existence.

    c.  Real Estate.  The Makua Military Reservation consists of 4,856 acres and is a combination of fee simple, ceded, and leased land.

    d.  Surrounding Land Use.  The entire training area is within a conservation district which includes both sides of the Waianae ridgeline and out to Ka'ena Point.  The area northeast of the conservation area and the Keaau Valley located to the south are designated agriculture districts. Further south, the Makaha Valley is designated urban land and is being developed as a resort community.

    e.  Terrain.  Steep cliffs, which begin near the southwest corner of the property, almost surround the impact area.  The cliffs are too steep to be used for maneuver exercises, but routes over these cliffs have been taken solely for egress to Dillingham.  The Makua area is rich in archaeological material. Numerous separate sites have been discovered throughout the training area, two of which are being fully evaluated for consideration in being nominated to the National Register of Historic Places.  These two are located in the central steep cliffs near the beach.  The remaining sites are positioned in the mountainous areas and along the coast.  Most of the training site is covered with low shrubs and trees.  Several areas in the impact area and at firing locations have been cleared of vegetation.

    f.  Training.  At present, the facility is designed as a live fire maneuver area for company size units, but is closed for environmental and legal reasons.  The strip of land between the ocean and the state highway is open to the public when firing is not being conducted.

    g.  Restrictions.  At Makua Military Reservation, physical restrictions   include the several historical sites, the lack of acreage to effectively accomplish battalion sized training missions, and insufficient range distance to fire the largest artillery weapons at maximum range.
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    h.  Comments.  The Makua Military Reservation is an important Army asset primarily because of its isolated location, used for conducting live fire, and availability for small unit training.  It is also an authorized Explosive Ordnance Disposal site for units on Oahu.  Present energy conservation policies place an emphasis on using training areas such as Makua rather than going off-island for small or short duration training.  Although the maneuver area is limited in size, it contributes to the variety of training lands required for infantry training.  Due to environmental and legal constraints, Makua Valley Reservation is currently inactive.

7.  Dillingham Military Reservation

    a.  Location.  Dillingham Military Reservation is located on the western side of Oahu's north shore near Ka'ena Point.  The facility lies at the foot of the Waianae Mountain Range opposite the Makua Military Reservation. Schofield Barracks is approximately 12 miles by road to the southwest.

    b.  Access.  Dillingham is adjacent to and at the end of State Highway 99 (Farrington Highway).  The facility has a 9,000-foot runway suitable for fixed wing and helicopter operations.  Mokuleia Beach parallels Dillingham, however, its heavy surf and coral beds preclude amphibious training.

    c.  Real Estate.  The site contains 657 acres of which 550 are owned in fee simple, 77 are ceded, and 30 leased.  Only approximately 357 acres are considered usable to some degree for infantry maneuver training.  Not included in the acreages are the airfield and supporting taxiways.

    d.  Surrounding Land Use.  The reservation is located in an isolated portion of Oahu and surrounded by steep cliffs to the south, a narrow coastline to the west, water to the north, and farmland and ranches to the east.  The areas to the south and east are designated as conservation and agricultural districts.  Immediately to the east of the installation, a series of irrigation canals have been cut to provide water for sugarcane growth.  A rock quarry lies immediately west of the training area.

    e.  Terrain.  Dillingham is positioned on the narrow sloping plain between the Waianae Mountain Range and the sea.  The coastline area is flat with an elevation of approximately 20 MSL feet.  The terrain rises rapidly to a steep scrap as it reaches
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the southern boundary of the installation.  With the exception of the taxiways and former support areas, the land between the runway and the hills is covered with low scrub forest.  The strip of land paralleling the beach also contains groups of low trees.

    f.  Training.  Originally constructed in 1927, the installation has changed names and ownership several times.  Today, the Army reservation is used by the 25th Infantry Division for small unit training of platoon and squad size. Army helicopters also use the site for training both day and night tactical flight operations.  The runways are jointly used by civilian planes and commercial gliders and are leased to the State of Hawaii.  The military maintains priority for use at all times.

    g.  Restrictions.  The major restriction to more effective training activities at Dillingham is the lack of sufficient usable real estate.

    h.  Comments.  Although small in size, the airfield provides the capability to conduct heliborne exercises along with ground maneuver training, which makes this training site valuable.  It is planned to continue use of this area for training in the foreseeable future.

4002.  ORDNANCE

1.  Use of pyrotechnics, simulators, or similar devices require prior approval from Schofield Range Scheduling.  Requests for pyrotechnics use must be submitted to range scheduling a minimum of 30 days prior of use.

2.  Prior to firing and once every 24 hours thereafter, the OIC shall read the "Dud Orientation" briefing to troops while occupying live fire ranges.

3.  The Range OIC will conduct "ammunition shakedowns" after firing and prior to vacating a range to ensure strict ammunition accountability.  Personnel and gear must be inspected.

4003.  MEDEVAC PROCEDURES

1.  Emergency helicopter medical evacuation "dust-off" will be provided when training at Schofield Barracks.
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2.  Contact Schofield or PTA Range Control on frequency 38.300 MHz FM.

3.  Give location, patient category, nature of injury, special equipment required (i.e. Jungle penetrator, blood type, etc.), and call sign of unit.

4.  Coordinate patient transfer with the MEDEVAC helicopter pilot directly on the primary frequency 36.90 MHz FM, or the alternate frequency 36.50 MHz FM on Oahu.

5.  Upon completion of patient transfer, change back to Range Control frequency and provide MEDEVAC report.

4004.  INSTRUCTIONS FOR RANGE/MANEUVER AREA OCCUPATION

1.  Proceed to the scheduled range or maneuver area.  Comply with the range SOP provided.

2.  Contact Schofield Range Control Operations on frequency 38.30 MHz FM.

3.  Identify the unit and location.  Maintain constant radio communication with Range Control and make hourly radio checks.  Inform Operations of "hot" or "cold" status on live fire ranges.  When ready to fire, contact Range Control and request to go "hot".

4.  Upon completion of training and before calling for a Range Inspector to conduct a clearance inspection and equipment turn​ in, the area shall be policed and cleared of concertina wire, barbed wire, poles, stakes, brass, etc.

5.  On live fire ranges, call for a Range Inspector after all "live fire requirements" have been met. Allow time for the Range Inspector to travel to the unit's position. Upon arrival, the Range Inspector will conduct a joint inspection of the area with the OIC and provide the required equipment.

4005.  FIRE FIGHTING REQUIREMENTS

1.  Open fires in the maneuver/training areas are strictly prohibited.
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2.  A "5-BC" dry chemical fire extinguisher will be located near the unit's ammunition point.  The Range Inspector may issue spray pumps and fire beaters at the range. Units shall provide four, 5 gallon water cans with water. Fire fighting equipment may
 be checked-out at Range Control for maneuver areas.

4006.  MISCELLANEOUS

1. The responsible OIC/RSO should visit their assigned training areas at least 2 days prior to use.  This provides an excellent opportunity to note any discrepancies that may need remedial/corrective action (e.g. safety hazards, tall grass, sand bags, etc.).

2.  All Range Officers in Charge (OICs) and Range Safety Officers (RSOs) must pass a certification test and be assigned as such in writing by their Battalion Commander.

3.  The phone number to Schofield Range Control Operations is 655-4892 or 4893.

4.  All aircraft within the Tactical Maneuver Training Areas (TMTAs) must be scheduled and coordinated in advance.

5.  SNCOs or officers assigned duties as Range Safety Officer (RSO) or Officers in Charge (OIC) must first pass a certification test and be assigned in writing by an 0-5 or higher.
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5000.  MCBH TRAINING AREAS

1.  Authority.  The MCBH, AC/S, G-3 will be the scheduling authority for those areas listed as G-3 Controlled Training Areas and will exercise oversight authority for those areas listed as 3d Marines and MCAF Controlled Training Areas.  Inherent within this authority is the responsibility for

scheduling of facilities, training areas, conducting routine inspections to detect damage and to ensure serviceability of all facilities, scheduling, and supervising required maintenance of grounds and facilities.  Third Marines and MCAF will control the scheduling of those areas listed for their command. First MAW ASE is authorized to schedule air operations directly with MCAF

when utilizing LZs within the flight-line area.  All units internal and external to MCBH requesting use of training areas not under their authority must submit their request via the AC/S, G-3, MCBH.

2.  Scheduling of Training Areas.  All requests will be submitted no later than 30 working days prior to scheduled dates requested, unless a longer request time is indicated for that area. Written requests will be submitted using a TAR (figure 5​ 1), and will include the name(s) of a designated OIC/SNCOIC of training, and a designated safety officer/SNCO.  All information on the form must be specific and completely filed out.  Written

confirmation will be returned to the units.  Cancellation and/or notification of any co-use arrangement may be called in to the scheduling authority.

3.  Co-Use of Facilities.  Co‑use of facilities is permitted, however, only one unit will be held accountable for the cleanliness, safety and correct use of facilities as the hosting command.  If co-use is arranged, and the hosting command subsequently cancels use, the hosting command remains responsible for notifying AC/S, G-3, MCBH of resulting changes to cancelled training.  If desired, the remaining co-user may assume the responsibilities for scheduling and using facilities by notifying AC/S, G-3, MCBH.

5001.  MARINE CORPS TRAINING AREA BELLOWS (MCTAB)

1.  Training Area Requests.  All units internal and external to MCBH will schedule use of MCTAB through MCBH, AC/S, G-3, 15 working days in advance. All units must have approval from 
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AC/S, G-3, MCBH before using a training area.  TAR's will be.  submitted utilizing figure 5-1.  All TAR's must be filled out completely.  All information must be specific, i.e. listing blank ammo/pyrotechnics, vehicles, aircraft, and equipment.

2.  Co-use of Training Area.  Co-use of this area is permitted, due to a wide variety of units wanting to train in this particular environment.  Because so many units use this area co​ use approval from other using units is required to safe-guard all operations.

5002.  UNITED STATES ARMY HAWAII (25th ID(L) & USARHAW) CONTROLLED TRAINING AREAS

1.  PTA.  Ranges, maneuver areas, and air space for PTA are governed by 25th ID(L) & USARHAW Regulation 210-11.  Information concerning the operational, administrative, and logistical functioning is contained in the PTA SOP.  PTA is normally in conjunction with major deployments.  It should be noted that

ranges and maneuver areas are scheduled individually through the Range Scheduling Office, 25th ID (L), Schofield Barracks.

2.  Schofield Barracks.  All 25th ID(L) & USARHAW controlled training areas and facilities are requested at the Resource (Scheduling) Conference held every six weeks at Schofield Barracks, building 791 (Chapel Annex).  It should be noted that ranges and maneuver areas are scheduled individually, refer to 25th ID(L) & USARHAW 210-6 for guidance.

5003.  RANGE FACILITY MANAGEMENT SUPPORT SYSTEM (RFMSS).  RFMSS will be the scheduling medium of the near future, which will completely automate the scheduling process.  The USMC and USARHAW will schedule training areas, ranges, and facilities island‑wide using this system.
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
