Background. Per the reference, to ensure consistency, the installation commander establishes criteria and policy for approval of Comrats for all tenant/subordinate commands/activities aboard the installation.

Action
a.
Officers are entitled to BAS at all times. However, upon receipt of written travel orders to field duty status, officer payroll checkage will be in effect at the current authorized meal rate.

b.
Commanding Officers may authorize Marines in the categories detailed in the reference, Enclosure (1) , page 3, paragraph 4a, and page 4, paragraph 4c, to mess separately.

c.
Commanders shall follow the procedures for controlling and issuing meal cards (DD Form 714) outlined in Enclosure (2) of the reference.

d.
Enlisted personnel without dependents, pay grades E-1 through E-6, billeted in enlisted quarters will be issued a meal card (DD Form 714) and be subsisted-in-kind in the messhall, unless otherwise authorized to mess separately per paragraph 4c above.
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e.
Geographical bachelors, pay grades E-1 through E-6 billeted in enlisted quarters, will be issued a meal card (DD Form 714)and be subsisted-in-kind in the messhall, unless otherwise authorized to mess separately per paragraph 4c above.
