1.  Purpose
    a.  To promulgate information and instructions pertaining to annual Marine ,intramural rifle and pistol competition in Hawaii.

    b.  To outline the organization and functions of the Hawaii Rifle and Pistol Team and to assign the responsibility thereto.

2.  Cancellation.  ASO 3591.9D

3.  Background.  References (a) through (d) emphasize the importance of marksmanship and prescribe measures to be taken by commanding officers to stimulate interest and promote proficiency.  Marine marksmanship in Hawaii will consist of  competition in which Marine teams compete against civilian teams and teams of other Armed Forces.

4.  Intramural Competition
    a.  The Marine Intramural League will be composed of at least one team from each oz the below listed commands, except as noted:

        (1) Headquarters and Service Battalion, (HQSVCBn), MARFORPAC.
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        (2) Third Marine Regiment (Rein) (will enter at least three teams).

        (3) Marine Corps Air Facility, Marine Corps Base Hawaii (MCBH).

        (4) Headquarters Battalion, MCBH.

        (5) First Radio Battalion, Marine Forces Pacific.

        (6) First Marine Aircraft Wing, Air Support Element (ASE).

        (7) Combat Service Support Group-3 (CSSG-3).

    b.  Team Competition
        (1) Rifle teams will consist of six firing members, and the Pistol team will consist of four firing members.  On both teams, there must be an officer and a tyro.  A tyro is any lance corporal or below who has never competed in the Marine Competition-in-Arms Program or the MarForPac Intramural program and who has at least 18 months remaining on their current active duty tour.  The team captain or coach may be a firing member of the team.  All team members must be from the same organization.  Units or organizations entering more than one team may not exchange shooters among teams.  Combat Infantry Trophy Teams will be organized in accordance with reference (b) and must also have one enlisted Tyro, as defined in the Order.

        (2) Individuals in excess of the number required for a team are encouraged to compete as individuals and will be eligible for individual awards.

        (3) Waivers will not be granted for the requirements listed in subparagraph 4a unless operational commitments specifically warrant such waivers.  Request for waiver (with complete justification) must be addressed to the Commanding General, Marine Corps Base Hawaii (CG MCBH), Attn: g-3 and must be received at least 7 working days prior to a scheduled intramural match.

        (4) Units/organizations are encouraged to enter as many teams and individuals as commitments permit.  Team requirements in paragraph 4a are minimums.

    c.  Eligibility
        (1) Any member of the Armed Forces on active duty who is serving with a Marine Corps unit/organization in the Hawaii area is eligible for all individual and team awards, except for the tyro awards.
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        (2) Shooters in a temporary additional duty (TAD) or fleet assistance program (FAP) status may represent their parent unit/organization or the unit/organization to which they are assigned TAD or FAP.

        (3) Distinguished shooters and those with points earned toward a distinguished shooter rating may not fire the weapon for which they hold points. They may serve as a non‑firing coach or team captain.

    d.  Conduct of Matches

        (1) Intramural competition matches will be conducted on a fiscal year basis, and a match schedule will be published by the match coordinator. Per enclosure (1), teams will provide target pullers for the team match day and for the Combat Infantry Trophy Match. Courses of fire and the duties of team members and officials are outlined in reference (b).

        (2) The intramural match will consist of five parts:

            (a) Individual Rifle

            (b) Individual Pistol

            (c) Six Man Rifle Team Match

            (d) Four Man Pistol Team Match

            (e) Six Man Combat Infantry Trophy Team Match

        (3) They are to be conducted per reference (b) and as amplified below:

            (a) Rifle. This is the Division Match Course and is fired per reference (b). Along with the Division Match course, the Combat Infantry Trophy Match will also be fired. Match #1 will be the individual rifle matches. Squading for match #1 will be determined by individual standing in a preliminary rifle match fired prior to Match #l. Squading for the preliminary match will be by the tuck of the draw. Match #5 will be the Combat Infantry Trophy Match, and squading will be determined by the luck of the draw.

            (b) Pistol. This is the Division Match Course as prescribed in reference (b). All stages will be fired at 25 yards. Match #2 will be the individual pistol match. Squading for Match #2 will be determined by individual standing in a preliminary Match fired prior to Match #2. Squading for the preliminary match will be by the luck of the draw.
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5.  Re-qualification.  Competitors who are required by current directives to fire the service rifle and pistol for re-qualification, and who have not done so for the fiscal year, will be afforded the opportunity to fire the “KD” (Known Distance Sustainment Level Rifle 14-18) and “a” Course Entry Level Pistol 9-11) as scheduled in enclosure (1).  Re-qualification will be fired as prescribed in reference (a), (c), and (d).  Squading will be assigned by Range OIC.  Commanders who desire their Marine Competitors to fire the Sustainment Level Rifle Marksman SLR 19-30 and/or the Entry Level Pistol ELP 12-19 should ensure that these Marines are afforded the opportunity to do so on a later detail.

6.  Authorized Weapons and Ammunition
    a.  Weapons.  All weapons will be standard service weapons and will be issued by parent commands participating in the intramural matches.  No match weapons will be allowed.  All participating commands will provide weapons for their competitors.  

        (1) Rifle.  The M16A2 Service rifle will be issued.

        (2) Pistol.  The 9mm Service pistol will be issued.

    b.  Ammunition.  Rifle and pistol match ammunition will be issued on the firing line at the time of the matches.  Only issued ammunition will authorized.

7.  Uniforms.  The uniform for the pistol matches will be utilities.  Shooting jackets will not be worn during pistol matches.  The uniform for rifle matches will be utilities with shooting jacket.  The uniform for awards ceremonies will be utilities.

8.  Coordination.  The CG, MCBH is the host commander.  Intramural matches will be conducted at the Puuloa Range in accordance with schedules published by the host commander.

    a.  Support personnel will be provided by the participating units/organizations as requested by the host unit.  The match executive officer’s duties are outlined in reference (b).  A qualified armorer will be designated by the unit/organization.

    b.  The host commander will provide ammunition for the matches.

    c.  The host commander will maintain records of the match scores and distribute the results to all league members, with a copy to this headquarters.  The report will be submitted in the format shown in enclosure (2).
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9.  Awards.  The following awards, provided by the C:C:, MCBH, will be

presented to the match winners by a representative of the CG, MCBH

immediately following the final match.

    a.  The General McGee Perpetual Trophy to the ind.,~idual with the highest aggregate for both the rifle and pistol‑ matches.

    b.  The General McGee Miniature Trophy Awards to !,he first, second, and third place individuals with the highest aggregate for the rifle and pistol matches.

    c.  A perpetual rifle team plaque to the winning rifle team.

    d.  A perpetual pistol team plaque to the winning pistol team.

    e.  Seven first place plaques to the shooting members and coach of the winning rifle team.

    f.  Five first place plaques to the shooting members and coach of the winning pistol team.

    g.  First, second, and third place trophies to the individual

winners of the rifle match.

    h.  First, second, and third place trophies to the individual winners of the pistol match.

    i.  A trophy to the high tyro in the rifle competition.

    j.  A trophy to the high tyro in the pistol competition.

    k.  A plaque for best score 200 yard line slow‑fire.

    1.  A plaque for best score 200 yard line rapid‑fire.

    m.  A plaque for best score 300 yard line rapid‑fire.

    n.  A plaque for best score 500 yard line slow‑fire.

    o.  A perpetual team plaque to the winning team of the Combat Infantry Trophy Match.

    p.  Eight team plaques to the winning members, team captain, and team coach of the winning Combat Infantry Trophy Team.

10.  Hawaii Marine Rifle and Pistol Team.  Reference (b) authorizes

the establishment of the Hawaii Rifle and Pistol Team.  The team will

normally be composed of: a term captain, one eight‑man rifle team,

one eight‑man pistol team, a rifle coach, a pistol coach, and one
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rifle team equipment armorer.  Members of the team will be appointed, as required, to participation in selected local or off-island matches.  The basis for selection will be previous shooting excellence or high scores attained in the itramural program.

    a.  Personal appointed as team members must be volunteers and must have the following qualifications:

        (1) No disciplinary action under the UCMJ within the last 6 months.

        (2) Demonstrated marksmanship potential through high placement in the intramural program and Pacific Division Matches, or hold a current National Rifle Association classification.

        (3) Members must demonstrate a positive and professional attitude towards the Competition-in-Arms Program.

    b.  Control.  Administrative and operational control will be exercised by the CG, MCBH.  In exercising this control, the CG. MCBH will:

        (1) Assign an officer in charge of the Hawaii Marine Rifle and Pistol team.  Duties as outlined in enclosure (3).

        (2) The officer in charge will provide to the MCBH (G3), the name, grade, social security number, and unit/organization of those marksmen selected, using the format shown in enclosure (4).

        (3) Budget for and expend appropriated funds for competitive rifle and pistol matches, as authorized by reference (b).

        (4) Provide range facilities and transportation, as required, to support the Hawaii Marine Rifle and Pistol team.

    c.  Commands may nominate qualified Marines to the Hawaii Marine Team by submitting their name, grade, SSN, and qualifications to the CG,MCBH (OIC, Hawaii Marine Rifle and Pistol Team), using the format shown in enclosure (4).

    d.  The Officer-in-Charge of the Hawaii Marine Team will select Marines to participate as members of the Hawaii Marine Team.  Upon selection, the parent command will be notified and will be furnished appropriation data by the CG, MCBH (OIC, Hawaii Marine Rifle and Pistol Team), using the format shown in enclosure (4).

    e.  To allow for practice and training period prior to off-island matches, commands providing team members will be requested to issue orders directing personnel to report to the CG, MCBH for TAD
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with the Hawaii Marine Rifle and Pistol 'Team. No expenses to the government will be incurred by these orders for on‑island training and competition.

11.  Outside Competition. The Hawaii Marine Rifle arid Pistol Team will compete against other services and civilian teams in Hawaii and in selected matches in the Continental United States (CONUS).

    a.  Units/organizations authorized rifle team equipment by reference (d) are encouraged to have teams representing their command. In those matches in which the Hawaii Marine Rifle and Pistol Team is not participating as an entity, members of that team may participate as members of other unit/organization teams.

    b.  The officer‑in‑charge of the Hawaii Marine Rifle and Pistol Team will submit the final results of each match to this Headquarters (G‑3). Enclosure (5) refers.

    c.  Ammunition allowances are set forth in reference (e).

1.  Marine marksmanship competition in Hawaii consists of competition between Marine units/organizations stationed in the State, and outside competition in which Marines compete against civilian teams and teams from other armed forces. Reference (a) directs Marines to participate in marksmanship competition and the designation of an officer-in-charge of the Hawaii Marine Rifle and Pistol Team.

2.  As prescribed by reference (a), you are hereby designated as Officer-In-Charge of the Hawaii Marine Rifle and Pistol Team.

3.  As the OTC, you will:

    a.  Establish a marksmanship program and provide expertise that will properly represent the Marines stationed within the State of Hawaii, as authorized by reference (a).

    b.  Establish a marksmanship program and provide expertise to enhance the combat proficiency of combat units/organizations and individual Marines, as set forth in references (a), (b), and (c).

    c.  Establish a realistic schedule of local and off‑island matches in which the Hawaii Marine Rifle and Pistol Team will participate.

    d.  Maintain cordial relations with the Hawaii Rifle Association and all other counterpart organizations whithin the State of Hawaii.

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    e.  Monitor the expenditure of ammunition and expendable equipment, and ensure that these item are requisitioned on a timely basis.  Provide budgetary information to the CG, MCBH (G-3).

    f.  Maintain control of all keys and locks used to secure equipment utilized by the team.

    g.  Supervise and participate in rifle and pistol practice as often as possible.

    h.  Promulgate a training schedule, when appropriate, to prepare for scheduled matches.

    i.  Ensure that the Hawaii Marine Rifle and Pistol Team is on the “mailing list” of as many State and local rifle and pistol organizations as possible.
