SOP FOR THE RANGE TRAINING FACILITY

4014.  PROCEDURES FOR ROUNDS OUT OF SAFE.  If it is suspected that a round fired upon range located aboard the range training facility impacted outside of the surface danger zone, the following procedures will be undertaken immediately:

1.  The range will be put into a cease-fire status.

2.  The RSO for the range will contact the senior member of Range Control and inform him of the situation.  Base EOD and the Base Explosive Safety Officer will be notified immediately by Range Control.

3.  The senior member of the Range Control and The RSO will attempt to locate the round.  If the round is suspected of landing in the Pacific Ocean, a site map, (FIGURES 4-2 AND 4-3) will be used to plot the suspected site of the impact.

4.  If the round is located, Base EOD will either make the round safe or destroy place, based upon their SOP’s.  If the round does impact in the ocean, the plot of the suspected location will be kept and stored indefinitely in the range control records section.

5.  Information needed for every round out of safe incidnet will include, at a minimum:

    a.  Unit utilizing range and RSO as well ae Range Control personnel on duty at the time of the incident.

    b.  What type of ordnance and weapons system used.

    c.  The date and time of the incident.

    d.  Location of round, (if found), if not found, plot of suspected location.
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
