Subj: ESCORT OF PERSONNEL DISCHARGED FOR DRUG RELATED MISCONDUCT TO
HONOLULU INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT

1. Purpose. To ensure Marines being discharged for drug related misconduct
are escorted to Honolulu International Airport for departure from the State
of Hawaii within 48 hours of the date of the Commanding General's letter
approving said discharge.

2. Effective Date. 24 April 2002.

3. Information. This Order includes the procedures and responsibilities of
the Senior Troop Handler who will escort all personnel being discharged for
drug related misconduct to Honolulu International Airport.

4. Action
a. The Marine Corps Base Senior Troop Handler will

(1) Escort all personnel, being discharged for drug related
misconduct, to Honolulu International Airport in a timely manner. The only
exception to this policy is if the Marine's Home of Record is Hawaii.

(2) Track discharges signed by the Commanding General by coordinating
times and dates with the Staff Judge Advocate, the Transportation Management
Office (TMO), and the Marine's parent command.

(3) Arrange Transportation to Honolulu International Airport.

b. All personnel to be escorted will report to the Senior Troop Handler,
located in Building #216, Room #2. The Senior Troop Handler can be reached
at 257-7770/7712/8812.

©  c. Marines reporting to this Headquarters for escort must be ready for
discharge and travel.

d. This Order does not relieve the parent command from scheduling TMO
requests for air transportation, ensuring Marines have attended the
Transition Assistance Briefing, and arranging personal effects and household
goods shipments.
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5. Procedures for Non-Compliance. All Travel Orders on subject Marines will
direct discharge at Home of Record or origin of entry. For administrative
purposes, time and date of discharge will be 2359 on the day of departure.
Should subject Marine refuse to depart on scheduled airline, he/she will be
returned by the Senior Troop Handler to the parent command for action as

deemed appropriate.
