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(4) Provide Marines and Sailors with general military training
regarding nicotine addiction, health risks of smokeless tobacco and
smoking tobacco for users and non-users alike, and availability of
smoking cessation assistance.

(5) Refer military personnel who request assistance with
tobacco cessation programs to the cognizant DoD medical authority,
can provide information and medical assistance.

b. Director, Morale, Welfare, and Recreation will ensure that MWR
supervisors enforce this Order at all MWR facilities and discourage
tobacco product use within MWR facilities.

c. Clinic Director, Branch Medical Clinic will provide medical
health information regarding tobacco use and provide tobacco cessation
programs for smokeless and smoking tobacco users per reference (b).

d. Director, Substance Abuse Counseling Center, per reference
(c), will advise tobacco users of the risks associated with tobacco
use and without coercion, shall provide tobacco users encouragement
and professional assistance to stop using tobacco products.

e. Director, Family Service Center will ensure all pregnant
tobacco users that use the center's programs are advised of the health
risks to the fetus and where to obtain assistance to stop using

tobacco products. )

1.
Purpose. To provide smoking policy for Marine Corps Base Hawaii buildings and facilities, including a list of designated smoking areas per references (a) through (c) . This order also provides guidance per the references for the establishment and implementation of tobacco use prevention and cessation programs. This order does not supersede any other instructions where smoking is controlled due to fire, explosives, or other safety considerations.

2.
Semper Fit. This Order constitutes a key element of the Marine Corps Base Hawaii Semper Fit Program. It is intended to contribute to the goal of promoting personal conduct and behavior that ensure an environment where our Marines, Sailors, civilian employees, visitors and their families may be fit in body, mind and spirit.

3.
Definitions
a.
Smoking. Behavior related to the act of drawing the smoke from cigarettes, cigars, and pipes, into the mouth and often the lungs, and blowing it out again, or having a lit cigarette, cigar, or pipe in one’s possession or in an ashtray.

b.
Environmental Tobacco Smoke (ETS). The combination of side-stream smoke emitted by burning cigarettes, cigars, and pipes, and exhaled (main-stream) smoke from the smoker.

c.
USMC Controlled Space. Any building, aircraft, or vehicle owned by the Marine Corps, or under Marine Corps control, including facilities used by tenants at Camp Smith, Manana, Puuloa, Pearl City and Kaneohe Bay.
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d.
Smoke Free. A condition in which smoking is prohibited in a particular area.

e.
Common Areas. Space within or immediately adjacent to a building, common to all occupants and visitors, such as entrances, corridors, elevators, lobbies, lounges, stairways, restrooms, cafeterias, laundry rooms, work areas, etc.

f.
Designated Smoking Area. An outdoor or enclosed area, designated by the Commanding General, where smoking is allowed. Enclosed areas used for smoking must have a separate exhaust ventilation system and be maintained under negative pressure. The air from this area is either exhausted directly outside and not recirculated within the building, or less favorably, filtered by a system that meets the American Society of Heating, Refrigerating and Air-conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE) standards. This area must have fresh air at the ASHRAE recommended level for smoking lounges. Assistance for industrial ventilation requirements, design, and measurements is available from the cognizant (Navy Medical) industrial hygienist, and can be coordinated by the Base Safety Center, MCBH.

4.
Applicability. Per ref (a), this Order applies to all DOD military and civilian personnel including nonappropriated fund employees, and to all dependents, visitors, contractors, and personnel of other agencies while in USMC controlled spaces.

5.
Policy. It is MCB Hawaii policy to discourage the use of tobacco products per ref (b) and protect all personnel from exposure to ETS to the greatest extent possible. The objectives are to ensure a safe, healthy, unpolluted work and living environment and to increase awareness of the potential hazards of tobacco use through education.

a.
Smoking is permitted:

(1)
Outdoors and away from common points of ingress and/or egress of the facility or structure, and where ETS will not blow back into facilities through doors, windows or air-conditioning vents.

(2)
In family housing units, receipt in common areas of multiple family units.

(3)
In clubs and eating facilities, but only in areas specifically designated by the Commanding General as smoking areas. Only those areas which meet the requirements of paragraph 3(f) will be considered for designation as smoking areas.

(4)
In any area designated and marked as a smoking area by the Commanding General.

b.
Smoking is not permitted:
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(1)
In common areas of multiple family housing units and in family day care homes when children, other than the provider’s own, are present.

(2)
In auditoriums, theaters, bowling alleys, conference rooms, classrooms, libraries, elevators or medical facilities.

(3)
In any government owned or leased vehicles including official busses, vans, and shuttle vehicles. This includes vehicles owned or leased through the use of appropriated as well as nonappropriated funds.

(4)
In gymnasiums, fitness centers, recreation centers, and youth/dependent recreation centers.

(5)
In child development or child care centers.

(6)
In work areas, including offices, corridors, hallways, lobbies, stairways and restrooms.

(7)
In unaccompanied personnel housing (UPH) facilities per reference (c), except where it is possible to segregate smokers and non smokers and where a central ventilation system is not in use. Smoking/tobacco use is prohibited in rooms or squadbays shared by tobacco users and non-users. Smoking and nonsmoking preference should be considered in the assignment of UPH berthing space.

(8)
On outside entrance stairwells or fire exits.

(9)
On roof tops.

(10)
On catwalks

c.
Personnel who use any type of tobacco products are responsible to properly dispose of all refuse generated by the product used.

Action
a.
Commanding officers/departmentheads/staff officers/special

staff officers/officers-in-charge will:

(1)
Promote a smoke-free working environment by taking the necessary actions, to include disciplinary action if necessary, to comply with this Order.

(2)
Ensure the rights of both tobacco users and non-users are considered per paragraph 5b(7) above.

Give the contents of this Order and references (a) through (c) widest possible dissemination.
