RADIATION SAFETY PROGRAM

Purpose. To establish a radiation safety program in accordance with the references.

2.
Cancellation. ASO 5100.14A.

3.
Background. This Order amplifies instructions and policies contained in the references. Active support by all commanders is essential for the effective functioning of the subject program.

4.
Objectives. The objectives of the radiation safety program are as follows:

a.
Ensure all operations involving ionizing radiation sources are performed in such a way that personnel exposure to radiation is kept as low as reasonably achievable.

b.
Prevent or minimize accidents or incidents that may result in contamination of personnel, material, equipment, and facilities.

c.
Ensure establishment of emergency plans for the protection of personnel and containment of radioactive material released due to an accident, fire, explosion, or natural disaster.

5.
Responsibilities
a.
Commanding General. The Commanding General will retain overall responsibility for the protection from radiological hazards
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to personnel aboard Marine Corps Base Hawaii, Kaneohe Bay Commanding General will appoint a Base Radiation Safety Office in writing, only after he/she has completed the required training as outlined in reference (a)

b.
Base Radiation Safety Officer (BRSO). The BRSO will be appointed upon successful completion of formal school requirements prescribed in reference (a) . The BRSO will report directly to the Commanding General, Marine Corps Base Hawaii on all matters pertaining to the subject program. Responsibilities include:

(1)
Management, coordination, or oversight of the radiation safety programs for all Marine Corps Base Hawaii organizations and tenant commands.

(2)
Ensuring all personnel affected by the program have been properly trained in radiation safety, emergency procedures, harmful effects of radiation, reporting of defects and noncompliance, and other topics deemed appropriate.

(3)
Performing quarterly, semiannual or annual radiation safety inspections of Base and tenant activities and/or visiting agencies subject to the references.

(4)
Providing Fleet Marine Force tenant commands technical, survey, and training assistance on matters pertaining to the references.

(5)
Maintaining adequate and appropriate equipment, materials, supplies, and references necessary to perform support services and neutralize potential mishaps.

(6)
Coordinating the collection, storage and disposal of all

Low Level Radioactive Waste (LLRW) aboard MCBH. Items identified as

LLRW should be double bagged and the BRSO shall be contacted at the

Base Safety Center, Bldg. 279 #257-1831, for disposition instructions.

A full inventory of the items to be disposed of shall be provided to

the BRSO. The inventory shall contain the following information:

(a)
Name of radioactive Isotope.

(b)
The amount of activity of the radioactive source, stated in the international unit becquerels.
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(c)
Owning Organization, point of contact and phone number.

(d)
NSN and nomenclature of end item the radioactive source is a component of.

c.
Tenant Activities. Tenant activities shall comply with requirements prescribed in paragraph 2c(1), enclosure (3) of reference (b) . Tenant commands and activities possessing or utilizing Ionizing radiation sources shall:

(1)
Establish and maintain a formal and active radiation safety program per higher authority.

(2)
Appoint in writing a qualified Radiation Safety Officer

(RSO).

d.
Military Police Department. Military police personnel will be responsive to the on-scene commander or RSO at a radiological mishap site and shall:

(1)
Evacuate all personnel from areas threatened by radioactive contamination. The decision to evacuate areas outside the immediate mishap site will be made by the on-scene commander or RSO. If evacuation is ordered, all personnel shall be evacuated to areas upwind of the scene.

(2)
Control personnel and vehicular traffic entering and exiting the mishap site. A single control point will be established whenever possible.

e.
Fire Department. The Federal Fire Department is responsible for controlling fires involving radioactive material. The Base Fire Plan shall include all locations where radioactive materials are used or stored. Firefighters will be thoroughly familiar with the hazards involved in fighting fires containing radioactive material.

6. Radiation Health Program. The BRSO will coordinate medical support requirements with the Naval Medical Clinic, Radiation Health Officer per the references, to include:

a.
Initial management of irradiated or contaminated personnel.
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b.
Medical examinations for occupationally exposed personnel.

c.
Medical exposure records.

d.
Personnel dosimetry.

e.
Radiation protection standards.

7. Summary of Revision. This Order is a complete revision and should be thoroughly reviewed in its entirety.

8. Action. This Order is effective upon receipt. Commanders shall ensure all personnel affected by the provisions of this Order familiarize themselves with the contents.
