Subj: MOTORCYCLE REGULATIONS

1. Situation. Nationally, motorcycles account for less than 2% of all
registered vehicles; yet 5.5% of all traffic fatalities involve motorcycles.
In the Marine Corps, the statistics are worse. Motorcycles account for less
than 2% of all registered vehicles, yet account for 16% of traffic
fatalities. Motorcycle safety is a simple matter of common sense.
Unfortunately, common sense is not an inherent skill. It must be learned
before experience teaches us the hard way. Per references (a) and (b), this
order revises the existing policy for motorcycle registration and training
aboard Marine Corps Base Hawaii (MCBH).

2. Mission. This order establishes procedures for implementing the MCBH
Motorcycle Safety Program for the purpose of protecting Marines and Sailors
and preserving unit readiness.

3. Execution
Commander'’s Intent

(1) This order will be the guiding influence for all motorcycle
activities involving personnel assigned to MCBH.

(2) This order will clarify the process for reducing motorcycle
fatalities, injuries, and property damage through use of education and
enforcement.

b. Concept of Operations. In order to operate a motorcycle aboard MCBH
an operator must possess a valid moto¥cycle operator’s license, vehicle
registration, insurance, and proof of completion of the (Department of
Defense) DoD approved Motorcycle Rider Course. Once these requirements are
met, the motorcycle may be registered aboard base. Furthermore, operators
must complete annual motorcycle safety refresher training. Failure to
complete annual training will lead to revocation of driving privileges aboard
base. See enclosure (1).

c. Subordinate Element Missions

lomply with the content and intent of this order

(2) Commanders shall ensure that motorcycles are properly registered
and that operators complete one session of annual refresher training.
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d. Coordinating Instructions. Submit all recommendations concerning
this order to the Base Safety Center

4 Administration and Logistics

a. The Director, Base Safety Center, will administer the Motorcycle
Safety Program (MSP). The Base Safety Center will coordinate with the
Provost Marshal Office (PMO) to ensure all registered motorcycle operators
attend annual motorcycle refresher training.

b. < The Provost Marshall will control registration of motorcycles and
will enforce this order.

c. Battalion and squadron commanders of tenant activities and units
shall incorporate this order into their traffic safety program procedures
that support and complement this program.

d. Officer’'s, SNCOs, NCOs, and managers at all levels shall ensure that
strong emphasis is placed on prevention of motorcycle mishaps.

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" CHAPTER 1

1-1. Motorcycle Training Requirements. Before operation of a motorcycle (to
include motor scooters and mopeds) all DOD personnel shall successfully
complete COMNAVSAFECEN/SD approved motorcycle training. This training must
include an appropriate Motorcycle Safety Foundation (MSF or MSF-based) state-
approved curriculum taught by MSF certified or state qualified instructors,
hands-on training, and performance-based and knowledge-based evaluation.
Annual refresher training is required by all MCBH operators and for the
purpose of re-registering motorcycles. The Base Safety Center will conduct
annual refresher training monthly consisting of various topics. Training
shall be provided at no cost to military and DOD civilian personnel.
Personnel shall not be charged leave to attend training.

1-2. Personal Protective Equipment (PPE). The following PPE is mandatory
for all persons operating or riding as a passenger on a motorcycle on Marine
Corps Base Hawaii, and for all military personnel operating or riding on a
motorcycle off the installation, on and off road, in uniform or civilian
clothes.

a. A properly fastened (under the chin) protective helmet, which meets
the standards of the Snell Memorial Foundation (SNELL), the American National
Standards Institute (ANSI), or the Department of Transportation (DOT),
FMVSS218.

b. Impact, shatter resistant goggles, or full-face shield attached to
the helmet. Shield or goggles must meet ANSI 7Z87.1 or Vehicle Equipment
Safety Council-8 (VESC-8) standard. A windshield, eyeglasses, or fairing
alone is not considered proper eye protection.

c. Sturdy footwear shall consist of leather over-the-ankle hard soled
shoes or boots with heels.

d. Properly worn long-sleeved shirt or jacket, long-legged trousers,
and full-fingered leather gloves designed for use on a motorcycle.

e. A brightly colored outer upper garment during the day and a
reflective upper garment at night. However, in uniform, military personnel
shall wear a commercially available vest or belt that is bright yellow,
International Orange, or lime green with two 1 1/2" to 2" wide vertical or
horizontal retro-reflective strips front and back. The vest or belt is
authorized for wear by Marines in uniform, and should be removed upon
dismounting the motorcycle. The brightly colored outer garment, vest or belt
must not be covered or concealed (i.e:, under a backpack).

1-3. Enrollment Requirements. The following criteria must be met in order
to enroll in the MSP. All participants must have command approval to attend
the MSP training. A course enrollment form can be obtained from the MCBH
Base Safety Center, Bldg. 279. The enrollment form must be filled out and
endorsed by the participants OIC or SNCOIC. This is a prerequisite to
confirm a seat in the MCBH MRC.

a. Enrollment eligibility requires that the individual is an active
duty member of any branch of service, DoD personnel (DoD dependents are not
eligible), active duty dependents, and any military ID card holder (i.e.
retired personnel).

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b. Participants must have a valid motorcycle operator’s license with
proper endorsement (all 50 states now have specific endorsement
codes/classes). Participants with a valid state of Hawaii permit- (Class 2)
are aFso eligible to enroll in the MRC: RSS (motorcycle permits from other
state”jurisdictions are not valid in the State of Hawaii and therefore not
valid on MCBH).

c. Current motorcycle registration must be in the participants’ name
borrowed or rented motorcycles are not allowed in the MCBH MSP).

d. The motorcycle must be properly insured with the basic liability
insurance required by Hawaii state law (HRS 431-10G).

e. Motorcycle must have a current state of Hawaii Motor Vehicle Safety
Inspection. In addition, the participants’ motorcycle must pass a T-CLOCK
inspection at the beginning of the Motorcycle Rider Course. The T-CLOCK form
is available at the Base Safety Center (Bldg. 279) and should be used to
conduct a self-inspection of the motorcycle to ensure that the motorcycle
meets the safety standards required by the curriculum.

f. Participants under the age of 26 must also provide proof of

completion of an American Automobile Association Driver Improvement Program
(AAA~DIP) or National Safety Council (NSC) Driver Improvement Course.

'2-1. Motorcycle Registration. Register all motorcycles on MCBH with PMO at
the Pass Office, bldg. 1637, or bldg. 601 at Camp Smith. DoD decals or
temporary vehicle passes identify vehicles, not drivers, or occupants. Show
military or civilian identification when requested by military police.

2-2. Registration / Decal Requirements. To obtain and retain a DOD decal,
eligible applicants must possess the following:

a. Valid state registration certificate indicating their ownership of
the motorcycle. MPD will issue decals only to registered owners, unless
family members of an active duty or retired service member wish to register
motorcycles in their sponsor’s name. Motorcycles licensed outside Hawaii
must display a State of Hawaii vehicle permit. Present a nonresident
certificate (form DF-L (MVR) 50) to obtain a vehicle permit from any
satellite city hall. Obtain blank certificates from the service member’s
unit.

b. Valid Hawaii liability insurance card showing policy number and
expiration date for a policy which includes minimum liability coverage of
$25,000 per person for bodily injury and $10,000 per accident for property
damage which covers any driver of the vehicle. Information on the card must
be typed, not handwritten. Faxed copies are not acceptable.

7 c. Valid motorcycle license issued by the State of Hawaii or a state
recognized by the State of Hawaii. The State of Hawaii recognizes valid
operator’s licenses of all other states and U.S. possessions (e.g., Guam,
Puerto Rico, etc.). All states require special endorsements or typed
affidavits. Motorcycle and motor scooter operators from these states and
territories must have either a code entered on their license that permits
operation of motorcycles or motor scooters, or must possess a State of Hawaii
instruction permit or motorcycle or motor scooter license to operate such a
vehicle in Hawaii and aboard MCBH. Persons younger than 18 years old,
including military personnel, may not operate a motorcycle in the State of
Hawaii, on or off MCBH, unless licensed by the State of Hawaii.

d. State of Hawaii Safety Inspection. All privately owned vehicles,
regardless of state of registration, must display a valid State of Hawaii
inspection decal. The mechanical conditions and equipment present must meet,
and continue to meet, the requirements for state inspection.

e. Motorcycle Safety Course Documentation. Personnel registering a
motorcycle must have proof of completing a DoD approved Motorcycle Safety
Foundation (MSF) rider course. For motorcycles shipped to Hawaii, the
shipping document is also required.

2-3. Release Agreement. Applicants must sign a release agreement stating
that MCBH will consider their vehicle abandoned and it will become property
of the federal government when unclaimed for 45 days following notice the
vehicle was found as outlined Title 10, US Code Section 2575. PMO will not
register a vehicle until this agreement is signed.

2-4. Decal Removal. DOD decals remain the property of the U.S. government
when applied to privately owned vehicles. Military police may remove a decal
when determined necessary. Some reasons for removal are:

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‘a  The motorcycle no longer complies with this Base Order
‘b. The motorcycle ownership transferred

c. The motorcycle owner’s MCBH driving privileges are revoked or
suspended.

d. The motorcycle was towed off MCBH because it was illegally parked
(see chapter 7).

e. The motorcycle owner/operator refuses to permit a search of the
rehicle during an authorized vehicle inspection.

‘The motorcycle was used in the commission of an offense.
g. ‘The decal appears altered or deteriorated

h. Fraudulent, inaccurate or incomplete application information, or
the motorcycle owner’s/operator’s failure to provide updated information.

i Fraudulent. use of a decal/pass to gain access to MCBH

j. The motorcycle owner/operator fails to complete annual motorcycle
safety training.

k. The motorcycle owner/operator has been identified by urinalysis as
positive for illicit drug use.

2-5. Validity. A decal is valid only on the motorcycle for which it was
issued for up to three years. Decals become invalid upon separation from
employment, permanent change of station (PCS), disposal or sale of the
motorcycle for which issue, or a revocation for cause by competent authority.
When a decal becomes invalid, the person issued the decal must return to PMO
for appropriate action. The subsequent owner of a motorcycle bearing a decal
may not use that decal until the motorcycle is properly registered.

2-6. Reporting Changes of Data. Report any change of personal
information/status given in the application for the decal. Report to the
Pass Office, bldg. 1637, or bldg. 60lat Camp Smith.

2-7. Decal Placement and Renewal. Decals are renewable as long as the
motorcycle’s owner maintains his/her eligibility. This includes completion
of annual refresher training as outlined in Chapter 1 of this order.

2-8. Deregistration. Any registered motorcycle owner who sells or ships
their motorcycle off-island, or is discharged due to end of active service
must deregister their motorcycle by surrendering the decal to the Pass
Office.

2-9. Temporary Registration. PMO will issue a temporary restricted pass,
valid for one day, to motorcycle operators who cannot provide proof of
completion of a DOD approved MSF (MSF-based) rider course. This allows an
operator access to MCBH only to register for the next available MSF course at
the MCBH Safety Center. At that time, the MCBH Safety Center will issue a
MSF course letter of registration, which authorizes the issue of a temporary

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restricted pass valid through the scheduled last date of the course. At no
time shall operators be issued a temporary restricted pass to exceed 30 days

2-10. Visitors. PMO may issue a visitors pass to individuals coming aboard
MCBH for special events or to visit a member of the MCBH community. Visitors
must be accompanied by an authorized sponsor and produce a valid driver’'s

license, registration, proof of Hawaii safety inspection and Hawaii no-fault
insurance.

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"CHAPTER 3

3-1. MCBH Motorcycle Club. A club will be established that promotes
motorcycle safety, awareness and camaraderie among MCBH persennel and guests
The Base Safety Center will be the lead agency for organizing, coordinating
and conducting all activities for a motorcycle club aboard MCBH with
assistance of the PMO.

3-2. Membership. Motorcycle Club membership is highly encouraged by all
licensed active duty, retired and DOD employees, as well as other motorcycle
enthusiasts. All personnel registering for MSP training will automatically
be enrolled in the club and notified of club activities and meetings. Active
attendance and participation in the MCBH Motorcycle Club may warrant
recognition by individual units.

3-3. Meetings. The MCBH Base Safety Center will host club meetings on the
first Friday of every other month (e.g. January, March, May, July, September
and November). Units are encouraged to allow their personnel to attend
meetings and activities at their commanders’ discretion.

a. Club structure and organization is be determined and voted on by
members with oversight by Base Safety Center and PMO representatives. Cabinet
members will only include President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer
(if necessary). Elections will be conducted every January with no cabinet
member holding the post for more than two terms.

b. Agenda items include, but are not limited to, safety issues and
concerns, manufacturer and industry trends and news, and motorcycle awareness
projects.

c. Minutes of the meeting will be recorded and maintained at the Base
Safety Center for a period of one year.

d. A club newsletter is published quarterly (January, April, July and
October) that will outline agenda items. This newsletter will be generated
electronically and delivered to all members, MCBH Commanders and Sergeants
Major.

3-4. Safety Campaigns. The motorcycle club will conduct safety campaigns
that promote responsible riding such as:

‘Motorcycle rodeos at the Marine Exchange.
Seminars with guest speakers
Awareness rides around Oahu

e News coverage of club activities (Public Affairs will be advised
of activities taking place off-base).

Advertisements to encourage membership and responsible driving.

All club members will wear required PPE as outlined in Chapter 1. Safety is
paramount.

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'CHAPTER 4

4-1. Safety Standards and Equipment. All personnel operating or riding a
motorcycle aboard MCBH will wear PPE as outlined in Chapter 1 of this order.
MCBH military personnel are required to wear PPE while operating or riding a
motorcycle off the installation, on and off road, in uniform or while in
civilian clothes.

4-2. Muffler. Every motorcycle, moped, or motor scooter shall be equipped
with a muffler in constant operation to prevent excessive or unusual noise
and no such muffler or exhaust system shall be equipped with a cutout,
bypass, or similar device. No person shall modify the exhaust system of a
motorcycle, moped, or motor scooter to excessively amplify or increase the
noise emitted by the motor of the vehicle.

4-3. Handlebars. No motorcycle shall be operated on MCBH with handlebars
more than 15 inches high (measured from the portion of the saddle occupied by
the operator).

4-4., License, Registration, and Safety Card. Motorcycle operators must
carry at all times a valid state driver’s license with a motorcycle
endorsement, proof of completion of a DoD approved MSF motorcycle rider
course, and proof of registration. These items must be presented to PMO or
another competent authority upon request. Additionally, moped operators must
carry with them a valid state driver’s license or Class 1 endorsement (for
Hawaii) .

4-5. Riding Areas. All MCBH roadways not otherwise posted are open to
motorcycle, moped, and motor scooter traffic. There are no off-road areas
authorized for motorcycles, mopeds, or motor scooters.

4-6. Children Passengers. Operators of two-wheeled vehicles other than
bicycles will not carry passengers younger than 12 years old on their
vehicles. ’
