1.
Purpose.  To promulgate instructions pursuant to the provisions of the references, in relation to the use of Military Working Dogs, specifically Drug Detector Dogs (DDD), in support of commanding officers, squadron/battalion level or higher during command authorized searches and inspections, or in support of appropriate state or federal agencies.

2.
Cancellation.  ASO 5500.14.

3.
Background.  The Provost Marshal, Marine Corps Base Hawaii (MCBH), has DDD teams available for use as a crime preventive measure aboard MCBH, its tenant commands, other Marine Corps and Naval Installations, and local law enforcement agencies on and off the island of Oahu.  These teams may also be available to other military services and Federal agencies upon request.

4.
Information
a.
Operational control of DDD teams is vested in the Provost Marshal, MCBH.

b.
DDD Handlers.  No person will be utilized to handle, train, or in any way use DDD unless they have successfully completed a
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course in DDD handling approved by the Provost Marshal or the Commandant of the Marine Corps.  This restriction does not apply to those personnel temporarily assigned to dog handling duties prior to assignment to a formal course of instruction.

5.
Utilization.   DDD teams are authorized for use in various administrative and investigative activities.  They will be made available, upon request of the commander or as otherwise directed by competent authority, to assist in the following specific situations:

a.
Periodic command inspections of quarters, buildings and other areas under the functional control of the commander.

b.
Periodic inspections of military and civilian vehicles entering/departing/driving upon MCBH.  These inspections will be authorized by the commander as often, and at such locations within the commander1s purview, as deemed necessary and practical to provide security -

a.
As directed by the Commanding General, MCBH, to assist U.S. Customs, the State of Hawaii, Department of Agriculture personnel in inspecting baggage, equipment, and aircraft of flights inbound to, or originating from MCBH, as specified in reference (a).

d.
Per references (b) and (a), search for narcotic or other controlled substances pursuant to an authorized search based on probable cause.

e.
DDD teams are not a substitute for proper crime prevention methods, but should be considered an additional preventive tool to be used at the appropriate time.

6.
Action
a.
Per reference (d), the Commanding General, MCBH, is authorized to certify/recertify DDD teams.  The Commanding General, MCBH may delegate this authority to a subordinate (i.e., The Provost Marshal, MCBH).  The person certifying/recertifying will witness the required demonstrations and attest to the results in the Command Validity certification/Demonstration Record.  The certifying/recertifying official will sign the Command Validity Certification/Demonstration Record “By direction” of the Commanding General, MCBH.
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b.
Prior to the utilization of a DDD team, the handler will brief the commander on the training the dog has received, and the effectiveness of the dog in locating narcotics.

c.
Routine requests for DDD teams will be signed by the unit commander and directed to the Provost Marshal, Military Police Department (Attn: Operations Officer), MCBH.  These requests must be received at least 5 days prior to the requested date, per the enclosure, to allow for adequate logistical support.  Unplanned or emergency requests may be made by contacting the Operations Officer/Chief or the on-duty platoon commander after working hours.

d.
In accordance with reference (a), the requesting unit1s commander will provide sufficient personnel to secure and safeguard the area being inspected.  The personnel will remain under the supervision and control of a unit representative prior to the arrival of the DDD team(s).  All other personnel must be cleared from the area, all electric fans must be turned off and personnel prevented from re-entering the area during DDD operations.

e.
Once authorization has been obtained for a search based upon a positive response by a DDD, the search will be conducted by military police trained in the identification of narcotic substances. Commanders may terminate a search at any time.

f.
DDDs will remain under the positive control of the handler at all times while in a unit area.
