1.
Purpose.  To provide guidance in the issuance of the new Kama'aina Card for military personnel and their dependents attached to Marine Corps Ease Hawaii and their dependents.

2.
Background.  To show the "Aloha" of the islands, the Chamber of Commerce of Hawaii has in the past provided a Kama'aina sticker to service members and their families.  This sticker was affixed to the individual's military identification card upon arrival at Marine Corps Base Hawaii.  Merchants and attractions throughout Hawaii offer discounts on merchandise and entrance fees when the sticker or card is presented.  The Chamber of Commerce now has provided the Marine Corps in Hawaii a new Kama'aina card which will be issued vice the sticker.

Active duty and reserve service members,

Issuance
(1)
Eligible personnel who do not currently possess a Kama'aina sticker or card may obtain one at the DEERE Identification Card Office upon presenting their military identification card.
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(2)
Personnel who were previously issued a Kama'aina sticker for their military identification card will not be issued a card until the current military identification card expires and a new one is issued.

(3)
The Kama'aina cards may be laminated once the ID card holder prints his/her name on it.  Lamination will not be provided by the DEERS/Identification Card Office.
