Subj:  BASE REGULATIONS

1.  Purpose.  To insert new paragraphs and direct pen changes to the basic Order.

2.  Action.  Insert the following paragraphs:  

    (a) Chapter 7 section 7002, insert the following as paragraph 5: “5.  Seatbelt Violations.  Minimum penalties for failure to wear seatbelts on a Marine Corps installation are as follows:

        (1) First violation: a one week suspension of driving privileges plus attendance at a Saturday four-hour remedial driving class focused on safety belts.

    (2) Second violation: One-month suspension of driving privileges.

    (3) Third violation: Six-month suspension of driving privileges.”  

    (b) Chapter 7 section 7004, paragraph 1. Subparagraph k, insert the following: “Operators of privately owned vehicles on Marine Corps installation shall not use cellular phones while the vehicle is in operation, unless they are using a hands-free device.  A hands-free device is a feature that is included or available with most of today’s cellular telephones that permits a driver to use the telephone without lifting or holding the handset to the driver’s ear.”  

    (c) Chapter 7 section 7004, paragraph 1. Subparagraph l, insert the following: “On all Marine Corps installations vehicles will operate with headlights turned on during periods of precipitation and other reduced visibility conditions whether or not it is required by state or national law.  Examples are:  Light or heavy rain or during periods of obscuration due to fog or smoke.”  

3.  Summary of Changes.  The changes made in this change transmittal will clear any misconception of driving with a cell phone and wearing a seatbelt while on a Marine Corps installation.
