Purpose.  To establish a self-audit program ensuring the highest degree of explosive safety while receiving, storing, transporting, and issuing ammunition and explosives for MCBH.

2.
Background.  Reference (a) established the policy and guidance relative to the Naval Shore Station Explosives Safety Inspection (ESI) Program.  It required all commands to establish an on-going ESSA program as means for maintaining a valid and reliable explosives safety program.

3.
Scope.  This Order applies to all units aboard MCBH who engages in the storage, handling, production/processing and transportation of ammunition and explosives.

4.
Action
a.
The MCBH Explosive Safety Officer (ESO), Code SO, will be the focal point for the Base ESSA Program.  The ESO will maintain all documentation of self-audits and corrective actions.

b. The MCBH ESSA will be conducted annually in the month of October.
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c.
Base Ordnance, Facilities, 3d Marines, 1st MAW Aviation Support Element (ASE), Combat Service Support Group 3 (CSSG 3), Marine Corps Air Facility (MCAF), and Garrison Mobile Equipment (GME) will utilize applicable portions of enclosure (1) to perform an ESSA. After completion of the self-audit, each command/department will forward results to the ESO by memorandum not later than November of each year.  Document all open/uncorrected deficiencies on enclosure (2).  Use one form to document each open/uncorrected deficiency.

d.
After the ESO receives a self audit from the commands/departments, the ESO will visit the command/department and review the ESSA Program Evaluation Guide with the person who supervised the self-audit.  This visit will be documented and become part of the Command ESSA.

e.
The ESO will compile the MCBH ESSA Report and forward one copy to the Commanding General, MCBH.  The original report will be filed and available for inspection purposes.

f.
Each command/department with open/uncorrected deficiencies on the ESSA will send updated status reports to the ESO by the end of each successive month until all deficiencies are corrected.

g.
The ESO will review the MCBH ESSA Report monthly until all open/uncorrected deficiencies are closed/corrected.
