Subj: AUTHORIZED PATRONS FOR KAHUNA’S ENLISTED CLUB

1. Purpose. To provide clarification and policy for authorized patrons of
Kahuna’s Enlisted Club aboard Marine Corps Base Hawaii.

2. Background. Questions continue to be raised by servicemembers, dependents
and civilians regarding authorized patrons at Kahuna’'s. I have found that

confusion exists due to numerous types of events that are scheduled at this
facility.

3. Policy

a. Kahuna’s Enlisted Club Complex. Authorized patrons are as follows:

(1) Kahuna’s Sports Bar. E-5 and below (GS-04 and below, WG-8 and
below, and NA-8 and below), and their dependents (must be 18 years of age or
older after 2200). The only exception will be the officially scheduled
quarterly “Bosses Night”.

(2) Kahuna’s Recreation/Starbucks Center. This facility is the
designated Single Marine & Sailor Program Center and is for single and
unaccompanied active duty E-5 and below, and their guests only.

(3) Community Ballroom. E-5 and below (GS-04 and below, WG-8 and below,
and NA-8 and below), and their dependents (no age restriction when accompanied
by the sponsor) for E-Club sponsored events. The Community Ballroom may also be
reserved for base or command sponsored events (PME, cultural heritage, Santa’s
Village, Special Olympics, and other community social events, etc.) and will be
open to all ranks/all hands for these types of events only.

4. Filing Instructions. A copy of this Policy Letter shall be included in all
unit orders and watchstander Standard Operaf,ing Procedures, Kahuna’'s Enlisted
Club and its content incorporated into M directives.
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
