Two years and seven
months ago, America was
changed forever when
terrorists attacked our
homeland. On that day,
we were awakened from
our slumber, and tepid
patriotism, and like mil-
lions of Americans before
us, were reminded that
the price of freedom is
high.

As the War on Terror
continues, America’s citi-
zens passionately debate
the necessity of continu-
ing the fight. Many
Americans demand that
we bring our warriors
home, and still more
demand that we keep
them there to win the bat-
tles, and ultimately the
war.

Upon hearing the news
of Army Ranger, and for-
mer NFL star Pat
Tillman’s death last
Friday in a remote region
of Afghanistan, we were
again reminded why we
are in this fight. When
Tillman announced he
would give up fame and
fortune to serve America
in her hour of need, many
of us wondered why. For
those who knew Tillman,
or people like him, they
understood that his love
for country and patriot-
ism were the reason.

After witnessing the
carnage of the attacks in
New York and Washing-
ton, D.C., and hearing of
the heroism of our fellow
citizens on  United
Airlines Flight 93,
Tillman expressed what
we all felt, but he decided
to do something about it.

In an interview he gave
just after the attacks, he
said, “My great-grandfa-
ther was at Pearl Harbor,
and a lot of my family has
gone and fought in wars

.. I really haven’t done a
damn thing as far as lay-
ing myself on the line like
that.”

When he entered the
Army, Tillman began his
transition from gridiron
star to American hero.
With conscience, humili-
ty and honor, he did what
millions of his country-
man have done before
him. Serving his country,
and sacrificing his future,
Pat Tillman did what he

New carb blocker may help in weight-loss battle

Health care researchers equate the
health impact of obesity to that of smok-
ing and fear that obesity may reverse the
tremendous gains modern medicine has

made in increasing human longevi-
ty. Currently, it is estimated
that 60 percent of adult
Amer-icans  are
either overweight
or clinically
obese.
Overweight
individuals have an
increased risk of adult
onset diabetes, coronary heart
disease, hypertension, stroke,

degenerative arthritis, obstructive apnea

and perhaps asthma.

America's weight gain coincides with
an increase in carbohydrate consump-

tion. Today, nearly one-half of the total
calories in the typical Western diet are
composed of carbohydrates. Carbo-
hydrates are quickly converted to sugar,
and then into fat, if they aren't burned
through exercise. Consequently, an
effective strategy would be to reduce the
absorption of starch calo-
ries.

One of the
latest devel-
opments in
our Dbattle
against obe-
sity is an
extract of the
white  kidney
bean, called Phase 2
Starch Neutralizer. A
recent study showed that individuals
consuming the starch neutralizer
reduced their absorption of starch calo-

ries by an average of 66 percent.

13-16: Be wary. Significant dysfunc-
tion of carb metabolism. Need starch
blockers.

17 or over: Potentially severe prob-
lems. Need immediate attention to
block carbs and prevent progression to
Syndrome X and/or diabetes.
